The existing share certificates of the Company under the name of “China Internet Global Alliance Limited “ shall after the proposed change of name continue to be effective as evidence of title to the shares of the Company and will continue to be valid for trading, settlement and registration purposes. The Company will make a further announcement of the effective date of the proposed change of name as soon as practicable.
