9. Retirement benefit costs

With effect from 1st December 2000, a mandatory provident fund (“MPF”) scheme has
been set up by the Group which is available to all employees in Hong Kong, including

executive directors. Contributions to the MPF scheme by the Group and employees are
calculated at rates specified in the rules of the MPF scheme. The assets of the MPF

scheme are held separately from those of the Group in an independently administered
fund.

The MPF scheme cost charged to the consolidated profit and loss account represents
contributions payable by the Company to the fund. Contributions totalling HK$27,690

(31st December 2001: HK$31,579) which are payable to the fund are included in
accounts payable as at 30th June 2002.

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17. Contingent liabilities

to be eligible for long service payment on termination of their employment. The Group
is only liable to make such payment where the termination meets the circumstances

specified in the Ordinance. If the termination of all these employees meets the
circumstances specified in the Ordinance, the Group’s liabilities at 30th June 2002
would be HK$1,738,000 (31st December 2001: HK$1,445,000). Provision of

HK$103,000 (31st December 2001: HK$103,000) has been made in the accounts as at
30th June 2002. The shortfall of HK$1,635,000 (31st December 2001: HK$1,342,000)

has not been provided for in the accounts as at 30th June 2002, as in the opinion of
the directors, the amount will not crystallise in the foreseeable future.
