In relation to the alleged merger, as at the date hereof, our controlling shareholder, CSSC, and the Company have not received any communication, either verbally or in writing, from the any government authorities on the alleged merger between CSSC and CSIC. CSSC has not indicated any such intention to any government authorities. There is no any discussion between CSSC and CSIC or its listed subsidiary regarding any plan to merge with each other nor there is any indication to do so. CSSC currently does not intend to merge with CSIC. The Company currently does not have any information that needs to be disclosed but has not been disclosed.
Having made such enquiry with respect to the Company as is reasonable in the circumstances, the Company confirms that it is not aware of any other reasons for these price and trading volume movements or of any information which must be announced to avoid a false market in the Company’s securities or of any inside information that needs to be disclosed under Part XIVA of the Securities and Futures Ordinance.
