RE-DESIGNATION OF DIRECTOR AND APPOINTMENT OF VICE CHAIRMAN 

It was resolved that Mr. Chen Zhongqian, a non-executive Director, be re-designated as an executive Director and be appointed as the vice chairman of the Company with immediate effect.
APPOINTMENT OF CHIEF ACCOUNTANT
It was also resolved that Mr. Chen Qiongxiang be appointed as the chief accountant of the Company with immediate effect. 

NOMINATION OF INDEPENDENT NON-EXECUTVIE DIRECTOR

It was further resolved that Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo be nominated and proposed to the general meeting as independent non-executive Director candidates for the consideration and approval by the Shareholders.

The Board is pleased to announce that the following resolutions, among others, were passed by way of written resolutions dated 29 July 2015 by the eighth term of the board of directors (the “Board”) of CSSC Offshore & Marine Engineering (Group) Company Limited (the “Company”, together with its subsidiary, the “Group”). The written resolutions were passed unanimously in accordance with the Companies Law of the People’s Republic of China and the articles of association of the Company. 
RE-DESIGNATION OF DIRECTOR AND APPOINTMENT OF VICE CHAIRMAN

Article 122 of the articles of association of the Company provides that:-

“Article 122 A Board of directors shall be established by the Company. The Board shall comprise eleven directors, with one chairman and one vice-chairman.”

In order to fulfil such requirement, it is resolved that Mr. Chen Zhongqian, a non-executive Director, be re-designated as an executive Director and be appointed as the vice chairman of the Company with immediate effect.
Mr. Chen Zhongqian (陳忠前), male, aged 51, a Director and a member of the strategy committee of the Board, is a senior engineer of research level. Currently, Mr. Chen has been the chairman and secretary of the Chinese Communist Party of CSSC Guangzhou Huangpu Wenchong Shipbuilding Company Limited (中船黃埔文沖船舶有限公司), a wholly owned subsidiary of the Company, since December 2013. Mr. Chen graduated from the Wuhan University of Water Transportation Engineering College (湖北武漢水運工程學院) with a degree in combustion engine for ships in July 1983. He worked as a technician, chief of shipbuilding and installation section, deputy manager and manager of shipbuilding and installation division and deputy general manager of the branch factory in Guangzhou Wenchong Shipbuilding Factory (廣州文沖船廠) from August 1983 to March 2000. During the period from June 2000 to June 2001, Mr. Chen was the deputy manager of the shipbuilding division of the Company (which at the time being, was known as Guangzhou Shipyard International Company Limited). He was also the assistant to the manager, manager of the shipbuilding division (part time), deputy general manager and director of Guangzhou Wenchong Shipbuilding Factory Company Limited (廣州文沖船廠有限責任公司) from March 2000 to April 2005. Mr. Chen had also been a director, general manager, vice chairman and chairman of Guangzhou CSSC Huangpu Shipbuilding Company Limited (廣州中船黃埔造船有限公司) from April 2005 to December 2013. He joined the Company (which at the time being, was known as Guangzhou Shipyard International Company Limited) as a non-executive Director in November 2013. 
The Company will enter into a service agreement with Mr. Chen Zhongqian to reflect the change of his role in the Company for a term commencing from the date on which the resolution proposing the above-mentioned re-designation and appointment is passed to the date of the annual general meeting of the Company for the year of 2016. The Company has yet to fix the remuneration of Mr. Chen Zhongqian and the Board will consider his new duties in the Company, the remuneration policy approved by the shareholders of the Company (the “Shareholders”) and will make reference to the salary of the other executive Directors and also the prevailing market rate when determining Mr. Chen Zhongqian’s remuneration.
Save as disclosed above, Mr. Chen Zhongqian does not hold any other position with the Company or other members of the Group and did not hold any position in other listed companies in the last three years. Save as disclosed, Mr. Chen Zhongqian does not have any relationships with any Directors, supervisors, senior management, substantial shareholders or controlling shareholders of the Company. Mr. Chen Zhongqian does not have any interest in shares of the Company within the meaning of Part XV of the Securities and Futures Ordinance (Chapter 571 of the laws of Hong Kong) (the “SFO”).
Save as disclosed above, there were no other matters that need to be brought to the attention of Shareholders in respect of the election of Mr. Chen Zhongqian and there is no other information relating to Mr. Chen Zhongqian which is required to be disclosed pursuant to any of the requirement of Rule 13.51(2) of the Rules Governing the Listing of Securities on The Stock Exchange Hong Kong Limited (the “Listing Rules”).
APPOINTMENT OF CHIEF ACCOUNTANT
Reference is made to the announcement of the Company dated 2 April 2015 in relation to the resignation of Mr. Chen Liping as chief accountant of the Company due to job reassignment. Subsequently, the nomination committee of the Board nominated Mr. Chen Qiongxiang as the candidate of chief accountant of the Company.
It is resolved that Mr. Chen Qiongxiang be appointed as the chief accountant of the Company for a term commencing from the date on which the resolution proposing the above-mentioned appointment is passed to the date of the annual general meeting of the Company for the year of 2016.

Mr. Chen Qiongxiang (陳瓊祥), male, aged 44, is a senior accountant and was the chief accountant of CSSC Huangpu Wenchong Shipbuilding Company Limited (中船黃埔文沖船舶有限公司) from December 2013 prior to the appointment hereof. Mr. Chen graduated from the Harbin Ship Engineering College (哈爾濱船舶工程學院) with a bachelor degree in Computer and Applications in July 1992. He then completed his study in accounting in Guangzhou City Finance and Trading Management Executive Leadership Academy (廣州市財貿管理幹部學院) in July 1997. In June 2004, Mr. Chen obtained his MBA title from Jinan University. He worked as an accountant in the finance section for Guangzhou Shipbuilding Factory Company Limited (廣州造船廠有限公司) from July 1992 to December 1993. For the period from December 1993 to November 2009, he worked as an accountant in the finance division, the assistant to the manager of accounting department, the deputy manager of accounting department and the secretary of branch office of the Communist Party the Company (which at the time being, was known as Guangzhou Shipyard International Company Limited). Mr. Chen was the deputy chief accountant of CSSC Huangpu Shipbuilding Company Limited (廣州中船黃埔造船有限公司) from November 2009 to May 2013 and the chief accountant of Guangzhou Wenchong Shipbuilding Factory Company Limited from August 2013 to April 2014.

NOMINATION OF INDEPENDENT NON-EXECUTVIE DIRECTOR
Reference is made to the announcements of the Company dated 15 March 2015, 15 May 2015 and 19 May 2015 in relation to, among others, the resignation of Mr. Zhu Zhenyu and Mr. Liu Huaijing as the independent non-executive Directors. Mr. Zhu Zhenyu has agreed to remain in his directorship until a new independent non-executive director is elected and Mr. Liu Huaijing has agreed to remain in his directorship until a new INED is elected in the general meeting of the Company, or within two months after 19 May 2015 (whichever is earlier). 
It is resolved that Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo be nominated and proposed to the Shareholders’ meeting as candidates of the independent non-executive Directors for the consideration and approval by the Shareholders. 
Mr. Wang Yichu (王翼初), male, aged 55, is a senior certified accountant in China, a certified tax agent in China and a senior accountant. Mr. Wang graduated from Jinan University with a bachelor degree in accounting in July 1984. Mr. Wang has also obtained a master degree in political economy in July 2000 from Guangdong Academy of Social Science. Mr. Wang has more than 20 years’ experience in accounting, auditing, initial public offer, asset restructuring, corporate restructuring, mergers and acquisitions, tax consultation, investment decision making, assets and capital verification upon dissolution, and financial accounting consultation. Mr. Wang worked as an accountant in Guangzhou South China Sewing Machine Second Factory (廣州華南縫紉機二廠) from August 1980 to May 1985 and also as an accountant in Guangzhou Jintong Industrial Company Limited (廣州金通實業有限公司) for the period from May to December 1985. For the period from December 1985 to December 2012, Mr. Wang was the auditor, department manager, deputy chief accountant of Lixin Yangcheng Certified Public Accountants Company Limited (立信羊城會計師事務所有限公司). Mr. Wang is currently the partner of the Guangdong branch office of BDO China Shu Lun Pan Certified Public Accountants LLP since December 2012.
Mr. Min Weiguo (閔衛國), male, aged 50, is a senior lawyer. Mr. Min graduated from Wuhan University with a bachelor degree in law in June 1987. In May 2005, Mr. Min also graduated from Massey University in the New Zealand with a MBA degree. Mr. Min also obtained a doctorate degree in civil and commercial law from Wuhan University in June 2013. Mr. Min also obtained a master degree in international law from the University of Lincoln in the United Kingdom in December 2014. Mr. Min worked in Zhuhai Xiangzhou Justice Bureau（珠海香洲區司法局）from July 1987 to January 1990. Mr. Min worked as the supervisor of Zhuhai Xiangzhou Trade and Economic Law Office（珠海香洲區局經貿律師事務所）from January 1990 to March 1994. Mr. Min was the partner and the supervisor of Guangdong D&S Law Firm from March 1994 to October 1998. Mr. Min worked as the supervisor in the Toronto branch of D&S Law Firm（德賽律師事務所多倫多分所） from October 1998 to January 2001. Mr. Min worked as the senior partner in Guangdong Nanguo D&S Law Firm（廣東南國德賽律師事務所）from January 2001 to September 2014. Mr. Min has been the principal partner of Guangdong Nanguo D&S Law Firm（廣東南國德賽律師事務所）since September 2014. Mr. Min has obtained Qualification for Lawyers Practising in Corporate Joint-Stock Reform Law（律師從事企業股份制改組法律業務資格）, Qualification for Lawyers Practising in Securities Law（律師從事証券業務資格）, and is an Arbitrator under Guangzhou Arbitration Commission（廣州仲裁委員會仲裁員）and a member of the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators. He was also a Guangzhou deputy of the 14th National People's Congress and a member of the Guangzhou Budget Committee of the National People's Congress（廣州市人大預算委員會）.
Subject to the approval of the resolution proposing the election of Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo as the independent non-executive Directors by the Shareholders, the Company will enter into a letter of appointment with each of Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo respectively for a term commencing from the date on which the resolutions proposing their election as the independent non-executive Directors are passed to the date of the annual general meeting of the Company for the year of 2016. Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo will be entitled to a director’s fee of RMB200,000 per annum, which is in line with the remuneration of independent non-executive Directors approved by the Shareholders in the first extraordinary general meeting of 2015 of the Company. 
Save as disclosed above, Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo do not hold any other positions with the Company or other members of the Group and did not hold any position in other listed companies in the last three years. Save as disclosed above, Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo do not have any relationships with any Directors, supervisors, senior management, substantial shareholders or controlling shareholders of the Company. Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo do not have any interest in shares of the Company within the meaning of Part XV of the SFO.
Save as disclosed above, there were no other matters that need to be brought to the attention of Shareholders in respect of the election of Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo and there is no other information relating to Mr. Wang Yichu and Mr. Min Weiguo which is required to be disclosed pursuant to any of the requirement of Rule 13.51(2) of the Listing Rules.
