With the continuation of the pandemic and prolonged restrictive
measures in Hong Kong, the performance of the Group’s leasing
business segments inevitably came under tremendous pressure and
led to a decline in rental income. To cope with the business
environment and mode of operation under the pandemic, the Group
made extensive use of business technology to optimise customer
relationships and establish communication with tenants. We also
provided rental support to tenants in need and launched marketing
promotions to stimulate consumption.
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In addition, we employed digital technology by launching an
upgraded Soundwill Club mobile app and online shopping
platform, as well as an effective integrated management
system to cater to the needs of the market for various
developments in order to enhance efficiency and save costs
so we could maintain our market competitiveness.

We also made a strong effort as a caring stakeholder to fulfil
our corporate social responsibilities by encouraging our
employees and customers to participate in social welfare
and environmental protection activities. At the corporate
strategy level, we implemented a variety of sustainable
development and environmental protection measures to
ensure the Group continued its contributions to society.

During the year, the Group was honoured by a number of
institutions for our work benefiting society and the
community. These included the Caring Company award
from The Hong Kong Council of Social Service for the ninth
consecutive year and the Industry Cares award from the
Federation of Hong Kong Industries for the third year, as
well as recognition in the Social Capital Builder Awards of
the Labour and Welfare Bureau. In the future, we will ensure
that Soundwill continues to focus on sustainability and
pursues effective activities that contribute to a better world.

In the year ahead, the market will likely remain affected by
macro-geopolitical issues and uncertainties surrounding the
pandemic, all of which will have a bearing on the Group’s
future performance.

Before joining the Group in September 1998, she had worked in an international
property consultant firm and had operated her own property investment business. She is the daughter of
Madam Foo, Chairman and executive director of the Company.

Aged 55, was appointed as an executive director and company secretary of the Company on 1 September
2019 and 25 January 2019 respectively. He is the head of Legal Department of the Company and in charge of
the legal and company secretarial department of the Group. He holds directorship in certain subsidiaries of the
Group. Mr. Tse graduated from the University of Hong Kong with a bachelor’s degree in laws. He is a qualified
solicitor in Hong Kong. He has over 20 years working experience in the legal field.

Mr. Chan was the executive director
of Galaxy Entertainment Group
Limited (formerly known as K. Wah
Construction Materials Limited
(‘K. Wah Construction”) (0027.HK)
from January 2003 to May 2008
and managing director of K. Wah
Construction from April 2003 to May
2008. He served as an adviser of K.
Wah Construction from May 2008 until
his retirement in June 2014. The shares
of the above-named company are
listed on the Main Board of The Stock
Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the
“Stock Exchange”). Mr. Chan served as
independent non-executive director of
Prosperity International Holdings (H.K\)
Limited (0803.HK) between 17 August
2010 to 26 September 2019 and FDB
Holdings Limited (now known as
Steering Holdings Limited) (1826.HK)
from 16 September 2015 to 12 January
2018. The shares of both companies
are listed on the Main Board of the
Stock Exchange. He formerly was an
independent non-executive director of
Asian Capital Holdings Limited (now
known as ZZ Capital International

Limited) (8295.HK) and Steed Oriental
(Holdings) Company Limited (8277.
HK), the shares of both companies
are listed on the GEM of the Stock
Exchange.

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Overview

The outbreak of COVID-19 in 2020 has had a severe impact on the
entire world. The various preventative measures that were implemented il |
across most countries caused many economic activities to be
suspended or slow down. Commercial markets suffered heavy losses
during the year, and many large corporations were forced to scale back
their operations. On a more macro level, the global economic
environment was affected by continuing Sino-US trade tensions and

rising protectionism. During this period, local consumer sentiment

remained weak, and investors took a wait-and-see attitude with regard

to the local real estate and commercial market. Uncertainties brought about by the novel
coronavirus pandemic continued to exacerbate economic contraction throughout the year.

Affected by various unfavorable factors and the new crises triggered by the epidemic, global
economic growth has suffered different negative impacts. Given the decline in commercial and
leasing activities in Hong Kong, the Group’s investment property valuation and leasing business
performance was unavoidably affected. This was mainly the result of the downward pressure on
rent for both new and renewal lettings and the rental support measures extended to tenants.
Overall rental income for the Group’s main properties, including Soundwill Plaza, Soundwill Plaza
I — Midtown and 10 Knutsford Terrace, Tsim Sha Tsui, all declined in 2020.

Nevertheless, our resilient business strategies and prudent financial management policies
enabled us to respond effectively to business conditions under the ‘new normal’, including
structural changes in consumption patterns. By seizing opportunities to transform and upgrade,
the Group was able to withstand the worst of the economic downturn.

In 2020 we applied business technology as well as our customer relationship management
system in order to respond effectively to the challenges of the pandemic. We also developed a full
range of marketing strategies and an enhanced version of the Soundwill Club mobile app. By
connecting the online shop and back-end management functions through this easy-to-use app,
customers could enjoy a more comprehensive integrated digital promotion platform. We also
increased our online marketing and promotional efforts in order to maintain consumer sentiment.
This also helped bring more customers to our tenants’ offline business operations with
satisfaction.

In support of the Group’s long-term development strategies and market competitiveness, we will
proceed, albeit cautiously, to acquire older buildings and urban renewal projects as these will
provide a stable supply of land as well as create favourable conditions for future development.
Moreover, we will continue to expand into additional business ventures and broaden our
investment property portfolio. We will accelerate the development of the mini-storage business of
our subsidiary, open new stores in prime locations, and make effective use of digital marketing
and promotions. Together, these initiatives are expected to increase the Group’s sales, revenue
and competitive position.
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OPERATIONS REVIEW AND PROSPECTS

At the same time, the Group will continue to fulfil its commitment to corporate social responsibility, by pursuing activities
that promote environmental protection and public welfare. During the year, we increased our efforts to reduce our carbon
footprint across the Soundwill portfolio. To that end, we established a working group that has set long-term policies for
identifying opportunities to save energy and setting targets. This working group’s energy saving plan has helped to reduce
energy consumption across the Group’s properties and achieve its goals. In line with our commitment to serve society, we
donated personal protective equipment to reduce the risk of novel coronavirus infections and sponsored non-profit
organisations that help people in need. Through these and other socially-responsible programmes, we believe that we can
create long-term value for our shareholders and society.

Property Portfolio

Despite the impact of COVID-19 on the various businesses of the Group, we continued to acquire older properties and
invest in projects with high appreciation potential during the year. We also maintained our commitment to regenerating
Hong Kong'’s older districts, elevating the quality of the buildings and improving facilities for the benefit of both new and
existing owners. We also continued to look for sites with high appreciation potential in order to replenish our land reserves
at a reasonable cost and thus increase potential earnings.

Property Assembly
The Group is dedicated to capturing opportunities in the local market through property assembly and the acquisition of old
buildings.

Due to the unfavourable business climate, however, property investment sentiment remained bleak throughout the year, as
market transactions came under pressure. The Group’s pace of property consolidation was adjusted accordingly. Despite
weak sentiment, we will continue to implement our long-term development goals, stay abreast of trends in the property
market, identify high-quality locations, and proceed along the path of stable development.

Property Leasing

For the year ended 31 December 2020, the Group’s property leasing business segment recognised revenue of
approximately HK$478,484,000 (2019: HK$532,305,000), representing approximately 69% (2019: 73%) of the Group’s total
revenue for the year.

In 2020, social distancing measures and restrictions on premise operations due to the pandemic dampened the Group’s
property leasing business. Businesses in the retail, catering and tourism sectors were particularly affected, while beauty
and fitness centres were forced to suspend businesses. In order to help tenants during these difficult times, we provided
rental support and launched a comprehensive marketing plan with online and offline promotional activities. As well as
leveraging the effectiveness of the Group’s digital platform, the plan included e-coupons to attract footfall and stimulate
consumption. We also stepped up our cleaning and disinfection regime throughout our property portfolio to minimise the
threat of infection, thereby assuring tenants that Soundwill was concerned about their health and welfare.

OPERATIONS REVIEW AND PROSPECTS

Soundwill Plaza

Soundwill Plaza, a 37-storey building, is located in the heart of Causeway Bay on Russell Street, reputedly the world’s most
expensive retail street, as a centre for international flagship brands. As a premium Grade A commercial building, it is
supported by high footfall, convenient transport links and a leasable area of 245,100 square feet. Affected by various
unfavorable factors and the new crises triggered by the epidemic, overall rental income for Soundwill Plaza declined.

Soundwill Plaza Il — Midtown

Soundwill Plaza Il — Midtown, a 31-storey building with a leasable area of 218,000 square feet, is located at 1 Tang Lung
Street in Causeway Bay and is renowned as a local hotspot for food and beverage and leisure activities. Affected by various
unfavorable factors and the new crises triggered by the epidemic, overall rental income for Soundwill Plaza Il — Midtown
declined.

10 Knutsford Terrace

The 23-storey 10 Knutsford Terrace is located at 10—11 Knutsford Terrace, Tsim Sha Tsui, one of the most prominent tourist
and leisure districts in Hong Kong. It covers a leasable area of 114,000 square feet. Affected by various unfavorable factors
and the new crises triggered by the epidemic, overall rental income for 10 Knutsford Terrace declined.

Kai Kwong Commercial Building

Kai Kwong Commercial Building is a 21-storey integrated commercial project located at 332-334 Lockhart Road, Wan
Chai. Affected by various unfavorable factors and the new crises triggered by the epidemic, overall rental income for Kai
Kwong Commercial Building declined.

One Storage Management Company Limited

One Storage, a subsidiary of the Group, offers secure and comfortable storage space to customers with professional
management and services. The storage facility is equipped with fire safety devices that are in compliance with the latest
guidelines. The existing branches of One Storage are now scattered across Wong Chuk Hang, Chai Wan, San Po Kong,
Yau Tong, Fo Tan, Tuen Mun, Tsing Yi, Kwai Chung and Tsuen Wan. By the end of 2020, the number of One Storage
branches has increased to 23 (from that of 17 as at the end of 2019). In 2021, the business will be expanded continuously
with the opening of additional branches in suitable locations. High-quality, professional storage services will thus be
provided to more customers for this service.

During the year, One Storage launched a new website. A comprehensive online and offline promotion programme
successfully attracted the attention of potential customers and leasing inquiries. The promotion has improved the
Company’s operating efficiency, strengthened communication with customers, and increased revenue.

Property Development

For the year ended 31 December 2020, the Group’s property development business segment recognised revenue of
approximately HK$189,678,000 (2019: HK$180,230,000), representing approximately 27% (2019: 24%,) of the Group’s total
revenue for the year.

Commercial Projects

THE SHARP

Located at 1113 Sharp Street East and 1-1A Yiu Wa Street in Causeway Bay, THE SHARP is an integrated commercial
property project with space for retail, beauty, food & beverage and commercial businesses.
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Real Estate in the Mainland China

During the year under review, the Group’s real estate business in the Mainland China was affected by several external
factors. In the first quarter of 2020, the national market was in a state of suspension due to the impact of the novel
coronavirus pandemic. Subsequently, as the domestic pandemic was brought under control and the housing leasing
environment relaxed, the real estate industry was able to make a steady recovery.

We currently own a number of real estate projects in the Mainland China. Our domestic project, Grand Capital (Shan Shui
Xiang Ri Hao Ting), is located in Doumen District, Zhuhai City. The related confirmation of rights of the project was fully
completed in 2020, and sales proceeded on a buy-and-deliver basis. Sales performance for this development was relatively
stable.

The Lakeview Bay ¢ VOGUE is another integrated project wholly owned by the Group, comprising villas and high-rise
residences. The villa of Phase | have been sold out and were delivered for occupation, while units of Phase Il were
completed for sale and in the process of being delivered for occupation.

Building Management and Other Services

For the year ended 31 December 2020, the Group’s building management business segment recognised revenue of
approximately HK$22,128,000 (2019: HK$21,337,000), representing approximately 4% (2019: 3%) of the Group’s total
revenue for the year.

Our building management and maintenance subsidiaries are committed to providing high-quality property and facility
management services. Properties under management include large-scale commercial buildings and small- and medium-
sized estates. During the year the building management team, with its rich experience and professionalism, achieved
ISO9001 certification, demonstrating that Soundwill’'s management system complies fully with the highest international
standards. The building management team also conducts internal assessments in its quest for continuous improvement. By
constantly innovating to improve its overall service quality, the team has shown that it is committed to providing owners and
tenants with high quality property management, customer and maintenance services.

In 2020, the building management team established an environmental protection and energy saving team for managing
indoor environmental quality, reducing waste and lowering our portfolio’s carbon footprint. With the outbreak of COVID-19,
the management team quickly adopted appropriate preventative measures in each property, including large-scale cleansing
operations, a comprehensive building disinfection programme, and the application of photocatalyst coating technology, as
well as the provision of contact-free equipment and infrared temperature detectors. Through these measures, the team was
able to provide a safe and secure environment for customers, merchants and employees during the challenging conditions
of the year.

Soundwill Club

During the year, we promoted the integration of business and technology. Through online marketing activities and the
upgraded Soundwill Club mobile app, we integrated e-commerce and back-end management functions to provide
customers with a more convenient and efficient one-stop digital platform. The easy-to-use system combines membership
recruitment, e-promotions, e-payments and digital points reward programmes with a full range of online and offline
marketing and promotion activities. By encouraging greater spending, this enhanced digital consumer experience is helping
to support tenants and promote traffic. The Soundwill Club’s membership programme is also making it easier for us to learn
about the opinions and needs of merchants, customers and property buyers, thereby strengthening cooperation and our
connections with them. Ultimately, the programme will lead to better service to customers and increase the Group’s market
competitiveness.
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Corporate Citizenship

During the review period, we continued to improve the quality of our products and services for the benefit of all our
stakeholders. As a social stakeholder, the Group is also committed to corporate social responsibility and giving back to
society. During the pandemic, we distributed protective equipment and used digital technologies to deliver positive
messages. These included online seminars and virtual charity walks, as well as interactive activities to respond to the social
needs of underprivileged children. We also encouraged our employees to participate in the Soundwill Volunteer Team, take
part in fundraising activities, sponsoring social enterprises that benefit underprivileged people in the community, and
promoting recycling activities that help to protect the environment. To increase corporate transparency, we publish an
annual Environmental, Social and Governance report together with key performance indicators as a record of the Group’s
sustainability performance.

In 2020, the Group received the Caring Company award from The Hong Kong Council of Social Service for the ninth
consecutive year and the Industry Cares award from the Federation of Hong Kong Industries for the third year. We were
also recognised with the Social Capital Builder Awards, HSBC Living Business Awards and BOCHK Corporate
Environmental Leadership Awards during the year. In addition to these awards, we received a number of commendations in
conjunction with our member companies and property projects, underscoring our contributions to the community and the
environment.

Prospects

For the remainder of 2021, the global economic environment is expected to remain vulnerable as the world continues to be
affected by uncertainty and the unpredictability of the novel coronavirus pandemic. These considerations, coupled with the
economic slowdown, unsettled Sino-US trade relations, a new administration in the United States, and uncertainties
surrounding the official Brexit, are likely to put further downward pressures on the economy in the year ahead.

Hong Kong is not immune to developments in the macro environment, as evidenced by shrinking local consumption and
diminishing investment demand in certain areas that have taken a heavy toll on the economy. At the same time, Hong Kong
has a strong financial foundation and solid investment environment. Along with steady demand in the local property market,
a low interest rate environment, relaxation of mortgage measures and huge development opportunities in the Greater Bay
Area, Hong Kong can expect the local economy to stabilise gradually.

Although the market expects that once a vaccination programme for the novel coronavirus has been launched, the
pandemic will gradually subside and relieve the pressure of the economic recession in Hong Kong. At the same time, the
situation is likely to remain volatile in the near future and this has created uncertainty about the future performance of the
Group. We will therefore closely monitor global market conditions and the progress of the pandemic, take appropriate
measures to minimise their impact on the Group’s business operations, and remain flexible in our long-term planning.

In the year ahead and beyond, we will continue to build on our sustainable development strategy and solid business
foundation by developing creative solutions and our high-quality investment property portfolio so we are able to meet
challenges and maintain our competitiveness. From 2021 onwards, we will explore opportunities to do investments and to
participate in business not necessarily limited to the investments and business the Group has been undertaking in order to
optimize the returns of our internal financial resource and for the benefit of the shareholders. We will also adopt a prudent
approach in the way we promote our business growth, make effective use of the digital technologies and talent at our
disposal, and work to achieve diversified development in the best interests of our stakeholders.

During the year, the Group recorded a revenue of approximately HK$690,290,000 (2019: HK$733,872,000), representing a
decrease of approximately HK$43,582,000 as compared with last year. The decrease in revenue was mainly due to the
decrease in rental income due to the rental waivers to its tenants in response to the adverse impact to their business

brought by COVID-19 outbreak.
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MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS

(Loss)/Profit Attributable to Owners of the Company

During the year, the Group has recorded a loss attributable to owners of the Company of approximately HK$185,807,000
(2019: profit of HK$217,782,000), a decrease of 185.3% as compared with last year. The decrease was mainly due to
valuation loss of HK$452,999,000 (2019: HK$131,243,000) and impairment loss on loan receivable of HK$142,423,000
(2019: Nil) was recorded as of 31 December 2020.

Net Assets
The net assets of the Group as at 31 December 2020 amounted to approximately HK$20,386,981,000 (2019:
HK$20,605,536,000). Net asset value per share as at 31 December 2020 is HK$72.0 (2019: HK$72.7).

Financial Resources and Liquidity

As at 31 December 2020, the Group’s cash and bank balances (including short-term bank deposits and cash and cash
equivalents) amounted to approximately HK$1,027,474,000 (2019: HK$557,211,000). Total borrowings of the Group
amounted to approximately HK$1,851,998,000 (2019: HK$1,944,063,000) as at 31 December 2020.

As at 31 December 2020, the Group’s gearing ratio (which was expressed as a percentage of total borrowings over total
equity) was 9% (2019: 9%),).

The Group mainly operates and invests in Hong Kong and the Mainland China with most of the transactions denominated
and settled in Hong Kong Dollars and Renminbi respectively. Therefore, any Mainland China operations are translated from
RMB into Hong Kong dollars at the year end date and the exchange differences will be reflected in the consolidated income
statement at average rate and exchange reserve in other comprehensive income at closing rate. During the year, the Group
did not engage in any derivative activities or use any financial instruments to hedge its balance sheet exposures.

Acquisition and development of properties are financed partly by internal resources and partly by bank borrowings.
Repayment of bank loans are scheduled to match asset lives and project completion dates. Borrowings are denominated in
Hong Kong Dollars and bear interest at floating rates.

Pledge of Assets

As at 31 December 2020, certain investment properties and property, plant and equipment of the Group with a total
carrying value of approximately HK$13,843,373,000 (31 December 2019: approximately HK$14,035,950,000) were pledged
to secure banking facilities for the Group.

Contingent Liabilities

As at 31 December 2020, the Group provided guarantees amounted to approximately HK$260,417,000 (2019:
HK$275,589,000) to banks with respect to mortgage loans procured by the purchasers of the Group’s properties. Such
guarantees will be released by banks upon delivery of the properties to the purchasers and completion of the registration of
the mortgage with the relevant mortgage registration authorities or settlement of the outstanding mortgage loan. In the
opinion of the Directors, the fair value of the financial guarantee is not significant.

Significant Investments Held
Save as those disclosed under the sections headed “Operations Review and Prospects” and “Management Discussion and
Analysis”, the Group did not have any significant investment during the financial year ended 31 December 2020.
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Material Acquisition and Disposals of Subsidiaries, Associates and Joint Ventures
On 19 July 2018, the Group entered into a sale and purchase agreement with an independent third party to dispose the
entire issued share capital of Lucky Way Holdings Investment Limited and its subsidiaries (collectively the “Lucky Way
Group”) and the assignment of the loans repayable by the Lucky Way Group to the Group at an aggregate consideration of
HK$467,635,000. The disposal of Lucky Way Group was completed on 5 February 2020. Details of disclosure set out in
note 38(a) to the consolidated financial statements and announcements issued by the Company on 19 July 2018 and
supplemental announcements issued afterward on 28 September 2018, 27 November 2018, 31 January 2019, 28 February
2019, 31 May 2019 and 5 February 2020.

On 29 October 2020, 2 November 2020, 3 November 2020 and 4 November 2020, the Group entered into certain sales
and purchases agreements to dispose the entire equity interests in certain wholly-owned subsidiaries of the Group, namely
Fast View Creation Limited (“Fast View”), Lucky Express Creation Limited (“Lucky Express”), Huge Success Creation
Limited (“Huge Success”) and Total Asset International Limited (“Total Asset”) (collectively named as “Disposed
Subsidiaries”) at an aggregate total consideration of HK$55,276,000. The disposal of Disposed Subsidiaries were
completed in December 2020. Details of disclosures set out in note 38(b)-(e) to the consolidated financial statements.

Save as disclosed above, there was no material acquisition or disposal of subsidiaries, associates and joint ventures by the
Group for the year ended 31 December 2020.

Events after Reporting Period

On 16 October 2020, 12 November 2020 and 19 November 2020, the Group entered into agreements to dispose the entire
equity interest in certain wholly-owned subsidiaries, namely Easy Loyal International Limited (“Easy Loyal”), Well Huge
corporation Limited (“Well Huge”), Fast Rich Enterprise Limited (“Fast Rich”) and Manage International Limited (“Manage
International”) (collectively named as “Disposal Subsidiaries”) at total cash consideration of HK$63,787,000. The Disposal
Subsidiaries are investment holding companies which in turn holds properties comprises located in Hong Kong. The
disposal of Easy Loyal, Well Huge, Fast Rich and Manage International were completed in January and February 2021
respectively.

Employees Remuneration

The Group employed an annual average of 269 people and 47 people in Hong Kong and Mainland China respectively for
the year (2019: 294 and 79 employees). Employees were remunerated on the basis of their performance, experience and
market practice. Remuneration packages comprise salary, medical insurance, mandatory provident fund and year end
discretionary bonus. Total salaries and wages incurred in 2020 were approximately HK$124,858,000 (2019:
HK$126,844,000) and no share option expenses (2019: Nil) during the year.
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The board (the “Board”) of directors (the “Directors”) of Soundwill Holdings Limited (the “Company”) and its subsidiaries (the
“Group”) is pleased to present this Corporate Governance Report for the year ended 31 December 2020 of the Company.

Corporate Governance Practices

The Company has adopted the code provisions set out in the Corporate Governance Code (the “CG Code”) contained in
Appendix 14 to the Rules Governing the Listing of Securities (the “Listing Rules”) of The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong
Limited (the “Stock Exchange”).

The CG Code sets out two levels of recommendations, namely, (a) code provisions that a listed company must either
comply with or explain its non-compliance, and (b) recommended best practices that listed companies are encouraged to
comply with but need not disclose in the case of non-compliance.

The Company has complied with the applicable code provisions set out in the CG Code during the year ended 31
December 2020 in all other respects except for the following deviations:

(1) Code Provision A.2.1
Code provision A.2.1 provides that the roles of chairman and chief executive officer should be separate and should
not be performed by the same individual.

The roles of the chairman and chief executive officer are neither separated nor performed by two different individuals.
Madam Foo Kam Chu Grace is the founder and the Chairman of the Group. She is responsible for the Group’s overall
development direction and strategies. The Chairman ensures the Board functions effectively and discharges its
responsibilities. There is no chief executive officer appointed and the daily operations of the Group are delegated to
other executive directors and various department heads with clearly defined authority policy. The Board is of the view
that the current management structure can effectively facilitate the Group’s operation and business development.

(2) Code Provision A.4.1
Code provision A.4.1 provides that non-executive directors should be appointed for a specific term.

The independent non-executive directors are not appointed for a specific term as they are subject to retirement by
rotation at least once every three years and re-election at annual general meetings in accordance with the bye-laws of
the Company (the “Bye-Laws”).

Board of Directors

The Board is responsible for overseeing the Group’s businesses, strategic decisions and performance. The management
has been delegated the authority and responsibility by the Board for the operations of the Group. In addition, the Board has
also delegated various responsibilities to the Board committees, namely, the Audit Committee, the Remuneration
Committee and the Nomination Committee. Further details of these committees are set out in this report. The Board is
responsible for performing the corporate governance functions set out in code provision D.3.1 of the CG Code.

All Directors shall ensure that they carry out duties in good faith, in compliance with the standards of applicable laws and
regulations, and act in the interests of the Company and its shareholders at all times.

Code provision A.4.1 of the CG Code stipulates that non-executive directors shall be appointed for a specific term and
subject to re-election. The Company has deviated from this provision in that the Company’s independent non-executive
directors are not appointed for a specific term.

In accordance with the Bye-Laws, not less than one-third of the Directors for the time being will retire from office by rotation
at each annual general meeting, provided that every director shall be subject to retirement by rotation at least once every
three years. Any director appointed to fill a casual vacancy on the Board or as an addition to the existing Board shall hold
office only until the following general meeting of the Company and shall then be eligible for re-election at such meeting.

Access to Information by Directors

In respect of regular Board meetings, and so far as practicable in all other cases, an agenda and accompanying Board
papers are sent to all Directors in a timely manner. Notice of at least 14 days is given for a regular Board meeting to give all
Directors an opportunity to attend. For all other Board meetings and Board committee meetings, reasonable notice is
given.

All Directors are entitled to have access to Board papers, minutes and related materials at all times. During the year, all
Directors have been provided with the Group’s management information updates to keep them informed of the Group’s
affairs and facilitate them to discharge their duties under the Listing Rules.

The Board is responsible for maintaining an appropriate and effective risk management and internal control systems to
safeguard the Group’s assets and shareholders’ interests. In order to comply with the applicable code provisions set out in
the CG Code, the Board reviewed the effectiveness of risk management and the internal control systems of the Group
covering material controls, including financial, operational and compliance controls and risk management functions.

The Board has retained Crowe (HK) Risk Advisory Limited, an independent professional firm, to carry out the Group’s
internal audit function (the “Internal Auditor”) as required by the Stock Exchange and to perform an annual review with a
view to making a report to the Board about the evaluation on the effectiveness of the Group’s risk management and internal
control systems for the year ended 31 December 2020.
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During the year, the Group has reviewed the internal audit charter which defined the scope and the duties and
responsibilities of the internal audit function and its reporting protocol. A Risk Management Working Group (the “RMWG”)
has coordinated risk management activities and reported to the Board. The Group has evaluated the annual risk
assessment which identified respective strategic risks, operational risks, financial risks and compliance risks of the Group.
Based on the risk assessment results, an internal audit plan was devised which prioritized the risks identified into annual
audit projects. The risk management and internal control systems provide reasonable, but not absolute, assurance against
material misstatement or significant loss and they are designed to manage rather than eliminate the risk of failure in the
Group’s operational systems to achieve the Group’s business objectives. The Group has reviewed by means of formally
updating the internal control policies and procedures with the view to ensuring an appropriate internal control system in the
Group. An internal audit review for financial year 2020 has been conducted by Internal Auditor. After their review as
stipulated in the Internal Auditor’s report, the Group has taken further steps to enhance its risk management and internal
control systems in response to Internal Auditor’s recommendations and to strengthen the implementation of the risk
management and internal control systems. No significant or material finding/internal control weakness of the Group was
identified for the year ended 31 December 2020.

The Company has established policy on handling and dissemination of inside information in an accurate and secure manner
that can avoid possible mishandling of inside information within the Group.

Based on the results of the risk assessments of the RMWG and the Internal Auditor’s report, the Board is of the view that
the Company has maintained adequate and effective risk management and internal control to safeguard shareholders’
investments and assets during the year, including the adequacy of resources, staff qualifications and experience, training
programmes and budget of the Company’s accounting, internal audit and financial reporting functions.

Communication with Shareholders and Investor Relations

The Group believes that effective communication with shareholders is key for improving investor relations and will ultimately
assist the investment community in understanding the Group’s business performance and strategies.

Corporate Governance

To protect the interests of stakeholders and shareholders, the Group has established a corporate governance framework.
The Group’s Code of Conduct provides the guidelines on the ethical behaviour among the staff members. Those who
breach the guidelines or engage in misconduct would be disciplined by the Group in accordance with the internal
guidelines.

If an employee suspects any cases of misconduct, they can report to the Group through the anonymous whistleblowing
mechanism. The disciplinary body would take follow-up action if the incidents of misconduct are verified through
investigative procedures.

The independent internal audit team of the Group formulates the anti-corruption guidelines, performs regular checks, and
conducts review. The Group forbids all employees, including Board members and senior management from accepting,
authorising, paying, and offering bribes or any other forms of corruption, according to the internal Prevention of Fraud and

Corruption Policy. An independent auditor is also appointed to ensure the completeness and fairness of our accounts.

During the reporting period, no legal cases of corruption was brought against the Group.
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ESG Governance

The Group’s ESG management approach is spearheaded by the Environmental, Social and Governance Committee (the
“ESG Committee”). The ESG Committee is also responsible for promoting ESG awareness across the corporate. Under the
Board’s commitment to ensure the highest standard of sustainability and corporate governance across Soundwill’s
operation, the ESG Committee conducts meetings on a regular basis to review the updates on implementation efforts,
sustainability-related performance and policies, and report them for the Board’s approval and review. In order to improve
the Group’s sustainability progressively, the ESG Committee proposes enhanced policies and procedures.

Employment Practices

Cultivating a people-driven culture, the development, well-being, and rights of our employees are the priorities of
Soundwill’s operation. In order to maintain our market competitiveness, the Group takes market trends and the principle of
fairness in consideration when determining the basic salaries and remuneration packages. During the reporting period, the
Group complied fully with all relevant employment-related law and regulations.

We aim to promote a respectful and fair working environment. Regarding the recruitment process, Soundwill has
established fair and non-discriminatory policy regardless of age, gender, ethnicity, or religious background, to provide equal
opportunities to all staff and potential candidates. The Group has zero tolerance against any form of discrimination,
harassment, or violence in the workplace. Staff should report any violation to the Group’s existing reporting mechanism.
During the reporting period, the Group was not aware of any violation of the above items.

The Group forbids any form of unethical employment, such as modern slavery and child labour practices. The
Administration and Human Resources Department (the “HR Department”) is responsible for verifying the working permits
and age of all candidates. Should a violation case occur, the Group shall reimburse the employee in accordance with local
employment laws and regulations. During the reporting period, no cases of child or forced labour was encountered and
there was no violation of relevant laws and regulations.

Employee Well-being

The Group is committed to safeguarding our employee’s well-being and maintaining workplace safety. We believe that
work-life balance is important for our employees. Soundwill offers a five-day work week to our employees. On top of that,
we provide a relaxing and friendly workplace for staff to enjoy family life while committing to work responsibilities. Wellness
and healthy lifestyles are also promoted in the workplace, for example, we have enrolled in the Smoking Cessation
Programme in order to create a smoke-free work environment.

The Group seeks to progressively enhance workplace safety and reduce the injury rate correspondingly. To enhance the
safety awareness among the employees, we conduct induction and safety training including emergency rescue drills
regularly to prevent accidents and injuries. During the reporting period, we complied with all relevant occupational health
and safety laws and regulations, with no work-related fatalities recorded.

COVID-19 Measures

Protecting the safety of our employees is the top priority of Soundwill. Facing the unpredictable impacts of COVID-19 early
in the year, we developed certain mitigation measures to ensure the health and safety of our employees. This includes
distributing masks and hand sanitisers to the employees, increasing the frequency of cleaning in the common areas,
installing anti-droplet partition at the front desk, preventing face-to-face meetings; and implementing flexible working hours
to avoid overcrowding and maintaining social distancing in the workplace.
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The Group has developed a Disaster Recovery and Business Continuity Plan in the Corporate Communication Handbook
to minimise the disruption to the Group’s operation. This also aims to maintain the business continuity in the event of the
pandemic. We also set up a Crisis Management Committee that comprises different department heads to review the
development of the pandemic situation and take corresponding actions. Learning from the challenges of the COVID-19
pandemic, the Group shall strengthen its resilience in responding to future risks.

Professional Training & Development

The future advancement of the company depends on the professional development of the employees. Thus, Soundwill
values the professional development of our employees by providing training and opportunities that are tailored to each
position and departments. During the reporting period, staff participated in various professional and education programme
ranging from business ethics, building safety and maintenance, occupational health and safety, environmental protection, to
COVID-19 preventive measures.

Topic Training Summary

Through participating in the “Building Department’s Building Safety Talk”,
employees were able to receive professional training related to building health and
safety, including the briefing session on “Mandatory Building and Window
Inspection Schemes” and “Minor Works Control System”.

Building Safety

inclusion at the workplace, and learnt how to implement policies and practices for
further diversity and inclusion objectives.

Soundwill complied with all relevant environmental laws and regulations during the reporting period. As an environmentally
conscious organization, our ESG Committee and Energy Saving Team have implemented wide range of measures. This
includes the “green office” guidelines to promote an eco-friendly culture in the workplace. The highlights of the guidelines
are summarised:

Uphold the “4Rs” principle (responsible procurement, reducing, reusing and recycling) to improve waste management
practices and optimise resource efficiency;

Adopt green procurement for office supplies to reduce our resources consumption;

Switch off idling lights and electronic devices to save energy;

Keep the temperature of air-conditioning at 25°C;

Encourage employees to take public transport to reduce personal carbon footprint;

Promote environmental awareness in offices; and

Seek continuous improvement to green office practices.

Energy Consumption and Carbon Emissions

The daily operation of Soundwill’s buildings and office headquarters is the primary source of our greenhouse gas (“GHG”)
emission and energy consumption. In order to reduce our carbon footprint, the Group is dedicated to optimising the
electricity consumption and reduce the emission from source.

The Energy Saving Team, together with the ESG Committee are responsible for formulating strategies for energy
management. In the reporting period, our target was to reduce our energy consumption by 2% in comparison to the
previous year. We constantly review the reduction targets, and explore energy reduction opportunities. We regularly collect
electricity consumption data, monitor and analyse the usage to improve energy-saving performance. The Group is planning
to set long-term reduction targets in the near future.
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Electricity generation at conventional power plants generate greater carbon emissions than renewable energy systems.
Seeking to reduce out reliance on carbon-intensive electricity generation, we have purchased renewable energy credits
from both Hong Kong Electric and CLP Group. In the reporting period, a total of 16700 kWh renewable energy was
purchased through the renewable energy credits programme. On top of that, Park Haven is applying for Hong Kong
Electric’s “Smart Power Energy Audit” to identify energy-saving potential and enhance efficiency at our business premises.

Note 2. The Group generated Scope 2 GHG emissions only, which refers to indirect carbon emissions resulting from the generation of purchased
electricity from the head office and properties under management. The disclosed GHG emission data are revised and consolidated
based on the applicable emission factors as reported by the respective electricity providers.
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The overall electricity consumption during the reporting period has decreased by 11% in comparison to the previous year,
which was mainly due to the effort of energy saving measures and the impact of the epidemic. In Sounadwill Plaza, due to
the replacement of two Primary Air Units (PAU), change of PAU inverters at the second floor, replacement of LED lights, and
lighting improvement scheme, the electricity consumption had reduced by 15%. In Soundwill Plaza Il — Midtown, with the
replacement of LED lighting and the reschedule of lift and lighting system operation, the electricity was decreased by
6.95%. In Park Haven, since the club house was closed during the pandemic and there was no vehicle parking in the first
half of the reporting period, due to manhole survey work by nearby church, the electricity consumption had decreased by
7.82% as well. The Energy Saving Team will continue to spend enormous efforts on energy saving.

On top of the internal energy management, the Group actively collaborates with external parties, such as government
departments and NGOs to raise the awareness on energy conservation among our employees, customers and the general
public. Highlights from the reporting period included:
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We are committed to
promoting greener lighting in
order to conserve energy and
combat climate change.
iPLACE and Soundwill Plaza Il
— Midtown signed up to the
government’s Energy Saving
Charter on “No Incandescent
Light Bulbs (ILB)” 2020.

Soundwill Plaza Il — Midtown
and iPLACE participated in No
Air Con Night 2020, organised
by Green Sense, to support
the campaign on easing global
warming.
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Although air pollutants emission, such as nitrogen oxides (“NOx”), sulphur oxides (“SOx”) and particulate matter (“PM”), is
not material to Soundwill’s business, we recognise the impact of the air pollution to public health and the importance of air
quality to the environment. Therefore, the Group keeps showing the dedication to monitor the associated emission from our
buildings to improve air quality. These emissions include: carbon dioxide, carbon monoxide, respirable suspended
particulates, nitrogen dioxide, ozone, formaldehyde, total volatile organic compounds, radon, and airborne bacteria.

We safeguard the health of our employees and customers in our buildings though improving the indoor air quality. This
includes regular assessments and inspections of the indoor air quality of our buildings. The Group has obtained the Indoor
Air Quality Certifications (Good Class) for both 10 Knutsford Terrace and Soundwill Plaza Il — Midtown.

Water Consumption and Wastewater Management

Soundwill seeks to enhance water stewardship and wastewater management, through improving water efficiency and
reducing water usage in the buildings. The Group’s mitigation measures include installing self-closing water taps and
sensor-activated devices. We also regularly inspect the water supply to prevent leakage and search for the room for
improvements on water-saving.

For wastewater discharge, we also conduct periodic inspections and monitoring on the drainage system to guarantee that
the wastewater discharge meets local environmental standards. The Group will constantly review the current measures to
improve future water and wastewater management.

Due to the outbreak of COVID-19 and the closure of facilities, the water consumption in many of the properties under
management decreased significantly. However, in iPLACE, water consumption had increased by 38.8% in the reporting
period. This is due to the increase in occupancy rate from 10% to 80% in the reporting period. The building management
office has noticed the significant change and will conduct measures to remind occupant on water saving in the coming
years.
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Waste Management

As a material issue identified from the stakeholder engagement, the Group strives to optimise the resources consumption
and manage the waste in accordance with the “4R” principles: reducing, reusing, recycling and responsible procurement.

Collecting recyclable waste is one of our focuses in waste management. We set up relevant facilities for waste collection in
our buildings to reduce waste and promote recycling. The recycables include: plastic bottles, aluminium cans, paper-based
products, festival decorations, stationary items, electronic waste, red packets, used batteries, polyfoam, and used clothing.
In the reporting period, Soundwill Plaza, Park Haven and 10 Knutsford Terrace participated in the “Umbrella Bags
Reduction Programme” by Greeners Action to reduce the use of plastic umbrella bag. Through participating in the “No
Umbrella Bags Campaign”, we borrowed umbrella dryers and placed at the entrance in rainy days, to minimise the use of
umbrella plastic bags.

The ESG Committee and Energy Saving Team strives to improve the waste management practices and maximise the use of
resources in our buildings. The Group implements on-site waste segregation in our buildings, and hires qualified
contractors to collect the waste for proper disposal. In the office, we encourage the paperless culture. We have been
progressively transitioning from paper-based communication to electronic documentations for daily tasks.

The waste data that have been disclosed are based on records provided by waste contractors and collected by the building management
team. Adjustments have been made to refine the data collection and calculation method, resulting in a modification of the relevant data.
Adhering to the reporting principle of consistency, the Group shall report on any adjustment or refinement of the data.

The weight of collected general waste disposal is estimated using available information on average waste density and the volume collected.
In Soundwill Plaza, Soundwill Plaza Il — Midtown, the relevant data refer to the waste collected in common areas, such as building lobbies.
Due to the limited space of such common areas, the collection data for general disposal and recycled items are lower relative to other
buildings under management.

Due to the property was not in scope in 2019, the waste disposal and recycling data in 2019 is not disclosed for 70 Knutsford Terrace.
Recycled waste included paper-based products, cardboards, plastic bottles and aluminium cans that were collected and handled in the
head office and properties under management during the reporting period. The data for other recycled items, such as clothing items,

used batteries, red packets, electronic waste, stationery, festival decorations and peach blossom trees, have not been disclosed.

In Warrenwoods and 10 Knutsford Terrace, the relevant data refer to the recycling facilities on each floor. In this regard, the collected data
for recycled items is high relative to other buildings under management.

2. Compliance Risk
The Group’s operations require compliance with local and overseas laws (including those of Mainland China,
Bermuda, Cayman Islands and British Virgin Islands) and regulations, including but not limited to property sale,
management and construction as well as companies and securities laws. The Group has constantly monitored its
compliance with relevant laws and regulations that have a significant impact on the Group.

3. Construction Risk
The Group also engages in construction business. The Group has to ensure it can timely compete its construction
projects under relevant time limits; within cost control and adherence to quality and specifications. Certain factors
may adversely affect this operation including shortages of labour, equipment and/or materials; disputes with
contractors and subcontractors; unfavourable or adverse weather conditions; accidents and changes in government
policies and practices. Occurrence of one or more of these factors may potentially delay completion; result in cost
overrun and/or leading to postponement of profit recognition to a subsequent financial year.

Permitted Indemnity

In accordance with the Bye-Law 166(1) provides that, among other, every director and other officers of the Company shall

Based on the management estimation of the NRV of the PFS and
after taking into consideration the estimated costs to completion of
the PFS and costs necessary to make the sale, no write-down of PFS
was considered necessary for the year ended 31 December 2020.

Statement of Compliance

issued by the HKICPA. For the purpose of preparation of
the consolidated financial statements, information is
considered material if such information is reasonably
expected to influence decisions made by primary users.
In addition, the consolidated financial statements include
applicable disclosures required by the Rules Governing
the Listing of Securities on The Stock Exchange of Hong
Kong Limited (the “Listing Rules”) and by the Hong Kong
Companies Ordinance.

Basis of Measurement

The consolidated financial statements have been
prepared under the historical cost basis except for
certain financial instruments, investment properties and
buildings which are measured at fair values or revalued
amounts at the end of each reporting period as set out in
the accounting policies below.

Historical cost is generally based on the fair value of the
consideration given in exchange for goods and services.

Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an
asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly
transaction between market participants at the
measurement date, regardless of whether that price is
directly observable or estimated using another valuation
technique. In estimating the fair value of an asset or a
liability, the Group takes into account the characteristics
of the asset or liability if market participants would take
those characteristics into account when pricing the asset
or liability at the measurement date. Fair value for
measurement and/or disclosure purposes in these
consolidated financial statements is determined on such
a basis, except for share-based payment transactions
that are within the scope of HKFRS 2 “Share-based
payment”, leasing transactions that are accounted for in
accordance with HKFRS 16 “Leases” (“HKFRS 16”), and
measurements that have some similarities to fair value
but are not fair value, such as net realisable value in
HKAS 2 “Inventories” or value in use in HKAS 36
“Impairment of assets”.

A fair value measurement of a non-financial asset takes
into account a market participant’s ability to generate
economic benefits by using the asset in its highest and
best use or by selling it to another market participant
that would use the asset in its highest and best use. Fair
value under HKFRS 13 “Fair value measurement”
(“HKFRS 13”) is an exit price regardless of whether that
price is directly observable or estimated using another
valuation technique.

For financial instruments and investment properties
which are transacted at fair value and a valuation
technique that unobservable inputs is to be used to
measure fair value in subsequent periods, the valuation
technique is calibrated so that at initial recognition the
results of the valuation technique equals the transaction
price.

Basis of Consolidation

The consolidated financial statements incorporate the
financial statements of the Company and entities
controlled by the Company and its subsidiaries.

Control is achieved when the Company:

° has power over the investee;

° is exposed, or has rights, to variable returns from
its involvement with the investee; and

° has the ability to use its power to affect its returns.

The Group reassesses whether or not it controls an
investee if facts and circumstances indicate that there
are changes to one or more of the three elements of
control listed above.

Consolidation of a subsidiary begins when the Group
obtains control over the subsidiary and ceases when the
Group loses control of the subsidiary. Specifically,
income and expenses of a subsidiary acquired or
disposed of during the year are included in the
consolidated statement of profit or loss and other
comprehensive income from the date the Group gains
control until the date when the Group ceases to control
the subsidiary.

Profit or loss and each item of other comprehensive
income are attributed to the owners of the Company and
to the non-controlling interests. Total comprehensive
income of subsidiaries is attributed to the owners of the
Company and to the non-controlling interests even if this
results in the non-controlling interests having a deficit
balance.

Joint Arrangements

Interests in joint operations

A joint operation is a joint arrangement whereby the
parties that have joint control of the arrangement have
rights to the assets, and obligations for the liabilities,
relating to the joint arrangement. Joint control is the
contractually agreed sharing of control of an
arrangement, which exists only when decisions about
the relevant activities require unanimous consent of the
parties sharing control.

When a group entity transacts with a joint operation in
which a group entity is a joint operator (such as a sale or
contribution of assets), the Group is considered to be
conducting the transaction with the other parties to the
joint operation, and gains and losses resulting from the
transactions are recognised in the consolidated financial
statements only to the extent of other parties’ interests in
the joint operation.

When a group entity transacts with a joint operation in
which a group entity is a joint operator (such as a
purchase of assets), the Group does not recognise its
share of the gains and losses until it resells those assets

Non-current assets held for sale

Non-current assets (and disposal groups) are classified
as held for sale if their carrying amount will be recovered
principally through a sale transaction rather than through
continuing use. This condition is regarded as met only
when the asset (or disposal group) is available for
immediate sale in its present condition subject only to
terms that are usual and customary for sales of such
asset (or disposal group) and its sale is highly probable.
Management must be committed to the sale, which
should be expected to qualify for recognition as a
completed sale within one year from the date of
classification.

When the Group is committed to a sale plan involving
loss of control of a subsidiary, all of the assets and
liabilities of that subsidiary are classified as held for sale
when the criteria described above are met, regardless of
whether the Group will retain a non-controlling interest in
the relevant subsidiary after the sale.

Property, Plant and Equipment

Property, plant and equipment are tangible assets that
are held for use in the production or supply of goods or
services, or for administrative purposes.

Buildings held for own use are stated at revalued
amount, being their fair value at the date of the
revaluation, less any subsequent accumulated
depreciation and subsequent accumulated impairment
losses.

When the Group makes payments for ownership
interests of properties which includes both leasehold
land and building elements, the entire consideration is
allocated between the leasehold land and the building
elements in proportion to the relative fair values at initial
recognition. To the extent the allocation of the relevant
payments can be made reliably, interest in leasehold
land is presented as “right-of-use assets” in the
consolidated statement of financial position except for
those that are classified and accounted for as
investment properties under the fair value model. When
the consideration cannot be allocated reliably between
non-lease building element and undivided interest in the
underlying leasehold land, the entire properties are
classified as property, plant and equipment.

Any revaluation increase arising from revaluation of

Depreciation of these assets,
on the same basis as other property assets,
commences when the assets are ready for their intended
use. Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s
carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as
appropriate, only when it is probable that future
economic benefits associated with the item will flow to
the Group and the cost of the item can be measured
reliably. All other costs, such as repairs and maintenance
are recognised as an expense in profit or loss during the
financial period in which they are incurred.

The gain or loss arising on
disposal or retirement of an item of property, plant and
equipment is determined as the difference between the
sale proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and
is recognised in profit or loss.

At the end of the reporting period, the Group reviews the
carrying amounts of the non-financial assets to
determine whether there is any indication that these
assets have suffered an impairment loss. If any such
indication exists, the recoverable amount of the relevant
asset is estimated in order to determine the extent of the
impairment loss, if any.

The recoverable amount of non-financial assets are
estimated individually. When it is not possible to estimate
the recoverable amount of an asset individually, the
Group estimates the recoverable amount of the cash-
generating unit to which the asset belongs.

In testing a cash-generating unit for impairment,
corporate assets are allocated to the relevant cash-
generating unit when a reasonable and consistent basis
of allocation can be established, or otherwise they are
allocated to the smallest group of cash generating units
for which a reasonable and consistent allocation basis
can be established. The recoverable amount is
determined for the cash-generating unit or group of
cash-generating units to which the corporate asset
belongs, and is compared with the carrying amount of
the relevant cash-generating unit or group of cash-
generating units.

Classification and measurement of leases

Leases for which the Group is a lessor are classified as
finance or operating leases. Whenever the terms of the
lease transfer substantially all the risks and rewards
incidental to ownership of an underlying asset to the
lessee, the contract is classified as a finance lease. All
other leases are classified as operating leases.

Rental income from operating leases is recognised in
profit or loss on a straight-line basis over the term of the
relevant lease. Initial direct costs incurred in negotiating
and arranging an operating lease are added to the
carrying amount of the leased asset, and such costs are
recognised as an expense on a straight-line basis over
the lease term except for investment properties
measured under fair value model.

Rental income which are derived from the Group’s
ordinary course of business are presented as revenue.

Allocation of consideration to components of a contract
When a contract includes both leases and non-lease
components, the Group applies HKFRS 15 “Revenue
from Contracts with Customers” (“HKFRS 15”) to
allocate consideration in a contract to lease and non-
lease components. Non-lease components are
separated from lease component on the basis of their
relative stand-alone selling prices.

Borrowing Costs

The determination of the
fair value involves certain assumptions of market
conditions which are set out in notes 17 and 18. In
relying on the valuation report, management has
exercised their judgement and is satisfied that the
methods of valuation adopted are appropriate for the
relevant property and reflective of current market
conditions. Changes to these assumptions, including the
potential risk of any market violation, policy, social
changes or other unexpected incidents as a result of
change in macroeconomic environment, or other
unexpected incidents would result in changes in the fair
values of the Group’s investment properties and the
corresponding adjustments to the amount of gain or loss
reported in the consolidated statement of profit or loss
and other comprehensive income. As at 31 December

The Group leases out commercial buildings, industrial
buildings and retail stores under operating leases with rentals
payable monthly. The leases typically run for an initial period of
one to six years, with unilateral rights to extend the lease
beyond initial period held by lessees only. Majority of the lease
contracts contain market review clauses in the event the lessee
exercises the option to extend. The leases of retail stores
contain minimum annual lease payments that are fixed over the
lease term and lease payment of certain leases of retail stores
are determined by the higher of 10% to 25% of the sale and the
monthly lease payment.

HK$45,000,000 of the
Unsecured Loan has already been past due since 4 May 2020 and
remaining Unsecured Loan has also been past due subsequent to the
reporting date. In view of this, the Directors considered that this
Unsecured Loan has already been credit-impaired and thus impairment
loss of HK$142,423,000 is recognised to profit or loss during the year
ended 31 December 2020.

No loan receivables (other than the Unsecured Loan stated above) are past
due as at 31 December 2020 and 2019. The loan receivables are secured
by second mortgage on the properties located in Hong Kong (other than
the Unsecured Loan stated above). The Group is not permitted to sell or
repledge the properties in the absence of default by the borrower.

The Group is exposed to credit risk, liquidity risk and
market risk (foreign currency risk, interest rate risk and
other price risk) in the normal course of business.
However, the Directors meet periodically to analyse and
formulate measures to manage the Group’s exposure to
the market risk.

Generally, the Group introduces conservative strategies
on its risk management. As the Group’s exposure to the
market risk is kept to a minimum level, the Group has not
used any derivatives and other instruments for hedging
purposes. The Group does not hold or issue derivative
financial instruments for trading purposes. The most
significant financial risks to which the Group is exposed
to are described below.

(a) Market risk

(i) Interest rate risk
Interest rate risk relates to the risk that the fair
value or cash flows of a financial instrument will
fluctuate because of changes in market interest
rates. The Group is exposed to cash flow interest
rate risk on its variable-rate interest bearing
borrowings, loan receivables, restricted bank
deposits and cash and cash equivalents. The
Group is also exposed to fair value interest rate risk
on fixed-rate short-term bank deposits. The Group
currently does not have an interest rate hedging
policy. However, the Group closely monitors its
loan portfolio and compares the interest rates
under loan agreements with existing banks against
new offers on borrowing rates from different banks
in the loan re-financing and negotiation process.

The Group’s cash flow interest rate risk is mainly
concentrated on the fluctuation of HIBOR arising
from the Group’s variable interest rate instruments.

The policies to manage interest rate risk have been
followed by the Group since prior year are
considered to be effective.

Interest rate sensitivity analysis

The sensitivity analysis has been determined
assuming that the change in interest rates had
occurred at the reporting date and had been
applied to variable-rate financial instruments at that
date. 25 basis points increase or decrease
represents management’s assessment of a
reasonably possible change in interest rates. The
analysis is performed on the same basis for the
year ended 31 December 2019.

The management considered that the Group’s
exposure to future cash flow risk on variable-rate
cash and cash equivalents, restricted bank
deposits and bank deposits at escrow account as
a result of the changes of market interest rate is
insignificant and thus they are not included in the
sensitivity analysis.

As at 31 December 2020, it is estimated that a
general increase of 25 basis points in interest
rates, with all other variable held constant, would
increase the Group’s loss after tax and decrease
the retained profits by approximately
HK$3,815,000 (2019: decrease the Group’s profit
after tax and decrease the retained profits by
approximately HK$3,992,000). There is no impact
on other components of consolidated equity in
response to the general increase in interest rates.
A decrease of 25 basis points in interest rate
would have had the equal but opposite effect on
the above financial instruments to the amounts
shown above, on the basis that all other variables
remain constant. The sensitivity results are mainly
attributable to the Group’s exposure to interest
rates on its variable-rate loan receivables and
borrowings.

Foreign currency risk

Currency risk refers to the risk that the fair value or
future cash flows of a financial instrument will
fluctuate because of changes in foreign exchange
rates. The Group mainly operates and invests in
Hong Kong and the Mainland China. No foreign
currency risk has been identified for the financial
instruments as they were denominated in the
same currency as the functional currencies of the
group entities to which these transactions relate.

Other price risk

The Group is exposed to other price risk arising
from changes in fair value of structure bank
deposits which carried at FVTPL.

No sensitivity analysis an other price risk is
presented for the financial assets at FVTPL as the
Directors consider a reasonable possible change
to the fair value of the financial assets at FVTPL will
not have a significant effect to the Group’s profit or
loss.

The Group monitors capital on the basis of debt to equity ratio,
which is net debt divided by total capital. Net debt is calculated
as the sum of the Group’s borrowings and lease liabilities less
cash and cash equivalents and other bank deposits as shown
in the consolidated statement of financial position. Total capital
is calculated as total equity, as shown in the consolidated
statement of financial position. The Group aims to maintain the
debt to equity ratio at a manageable level.
