Kong Cyclotron Laboratories Limited

貢獻。Acquisition of Hong Kong Cyclotron Laboratories Limited

In November 2020, the Group has acquired Hong Kong 
Cyclotron Laboratories Limited (“HKCL”), which engages in 
manufacturing of positron emission tomography (“PET”) radio-
pharmaceuticals for medical use. HKCL has established long 
term relationships with major public hospitals and imaging 
centers in Hong Kong, and is one of the largest players in the 
local PET radiopharmacy market. This acquisition marks the 
Group’s expansion into the medical technology business, 
allowing the Group to extend the business scope for exploring 
its income stream, and contributing to the livelihood of people.

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Chun Wo’s Webinar on “Concrete MiC Connection 
Systems”

Chun Wo successfully held a webinar on “Chun Wo Concrete 
MiC Connection Systems” in January 2021, which attracted 
around 450 industry professionals to participate. This 
technology and the entire Concrete “Modular Integrated 
Construction” solution have received the “In-principle 
Acceptance” from the Buildings Department, allowing be 
applied to building development projects in Hong Kong. 
Moreover, the “wall connection technology” has also 
obtained the pertinent patent. Chun Wo is the first Hong 
Kong construction company to utilise such technology in the 
design and construction of buildings up to 40-storey high, 
hence substantially enhancing construction efficiency.

New Business Unit — Amain

The Group’s latest business unit, Amain Engineering Development 
Limited (“Amain”), has officially commenced operation. The Group 
committed to providing a platform for its employees to develop their 
careers and share the result. Amain is the second company in the 
Group which allowed employees to have a stake in the investment. 
Amain offers professional services in civil engineering maintenance, 
waterworks and minor works. The superior maintenance techniques 
and experience of the team have enabled the company to secure 
maintenance contracts from the Hospital Authority, the Water 
Supplies Department, the Architectural Services Department, the 
Education Bureau and other institutions.

Chun Wo’s Innovation Brand Inno@ChunWo’s Research and 
Development Technique R2M2 Garnered “Gold Plus” Award at 
“Geneva International Exhibition of Inventions”

The Rapid Repairing Mortar Material (“R2M2”), that was jointly 
developed by Chun Wo, the Hong Kong University of Science and 
Technology and Nano and Advanced Materials Institute, has garnered 
the “Gold Plus” award at the “Geneva International Exhibition of 
Inventions” in March 2021.

R2M2, which is one of Chun Wo’s 
major innovation projects under its 
innovation brand “Inno@ChunWo”, is 
a stainless-steel fibre reinforced mortar 
that pinpoints the problem of spalling 
concrete, a common issue in ageing 
buildings. It is a safer and faster 
solution that produces less construction 
noise and waste than traditional repair 
methods. This achievement affirms the 
originality and practicability of R2M2, 
and proves the Group’s ability to 
develop innovation technologies.

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Chairman’s Statement
主席報告

本人謹代表董事局提呈本集團於本年度的全

年業績。在新冠肺炎疫情陰霾下，營商環境

持續艱鉅。然而，憑藉行業經驗及專業知識

以及緊握當中包括香港政府基建及房屋供應

項目帶來之各種機遇，本集團保持活力，且

表現平穩。

新冠肺炎疫情對香港經濟造成前所未見的衝

擊，多個行業面臨挑戰，社會各界亦陷入困

境。儘管香港政府積極推出新項目為行業帶

來新機遇，但上半年基建項目仍有所推遲。

憑藉在高端基建工程方面的卓越聲譽及豐富

經驗，本集團於本年度落實取得多個知名公

共工程項目，因而減低疫情所帶來的影響。

鑒於政府推出支援政策，加上東涌新市鎮擴

展計劃及落馬洲河套項目等大型規模公共工

程項目相繼落實，未來數年將提供更多機

遇，整體行業前景仍然樂觀。

物業發展分部亦遇上相當艱難的時刻，但於

本年度下半年有所回調。我們持續檢視及調

整物業組合，以盡可能提高股東回報。本集

團已就出售位於河北省石家莊的一個商業及

住宅發展項目與獨立第三方訂立股份轉讓協

議。此外，位於何文田窩打老道的一個優質

住宅發展項目「128 Waterloo」於本年度開
售。旺角豉油街新項目發展亦已於本年度展

開，足以印證本集團對香港經濟復甦的信

心。本集團位於東涌的地皮亦進入發展審批

階段。整體而言，本集團物業發展分部的重

心仍在香港。為鞏固市場地位，我們將關注

每個機遇，審慎制定發展方案，並以合資企

業方式發展項目，藉此分散風險，提升回報。

專業服務分部（包括保安、隧道及其他設施管

理服務）持續錄得穩定且可觀的回報。此外，

由於疫情影響下入境旅客減少，非專營巴士

服務分部由旅遊相關業務轉型至為指定團

體、學校及物業管理公司提供固定路線服

務，業績逐漸好轉。

On behalf of the Board, I hereby present the annual results of the Group 
for the Year. Under the shadow of Covid-19, the business environment has 
continued to remain tough. Nonetheless, we have remained resilient and 
performed stably by leveraging our industry experience and expertise to 
capture opportunities, including those arising from the Hong Kong 
Government’s projects in infrastructure and housing supply.

The Covid-19 pandemic has brought unprecedented disruptions to the 
Hong Kong economy, challenges to numerous industries and hardship 
across a wide spectrum of society. Infrastructure projects were still delayed 
in the first half year, though the Hong Kong Government’s active roll out 
of new projects brought fresh opportunities to the sector. With our solid 
reputation and experience in completing high-end infrastructure works, we 
duly secured several prominent public works projects during the Year, and 
thus reducing the impact caused by the pandemic. Prospects for the 
industry as a whole remain encouraging in view of the Government’s 
supportive policies, and large-scale public works projects in the pipeline 
such as the Tung Chung New Town Extension and Development of the Lok 
Ma Chau Loop, will provide more opportunities in the years ahead.

Our property development segment encountered greater headwinds but 
experienced a pickup in the latter part of the Year. We have continuously 
reviewed and adjusted our property portfolio to maximise its returns for 
the Shareholders. The Group has entered into a share transfer agreement 
with an independent third party regarding the sale of a commercial and 
residential development project located in Shijiazhuang, Hebei Province. 
Furthermore, sales activity at “128 Waterloo”, a premium residential 
property located on Waterloo Road, Ho Man Tin, has commenced during 
the Year. Our confidence in the economic recovery of Hong Kong is also 
evidenced by a new project located at Soy Street, Mongkok, development 
of which has started during the Year. Our land parcel in Tung Chung has 
also entered the development approval stage. Overall, our focus for the 
property development segment will remain in Hong Kong. To strengthen 
our market position, we will be watchful for every opportunity, take a 
prudent approach in formulating development plans, and engage in joint 
ventures to diversify risks and optimise returns.

Our professional services segment, including the security, tunnel and other 
facility management services, has continued to deliver consistent and 
favourable returns. In addition, due to the decline in inbound travellers 
affected by the pandemic, the non-franchised bus services segment has 
transformed from tourist-related business to provision of scheduled services 
to distinguished organisations, schools and property management 
companies and started to bear fruit.

As the supply of Covid-19 vaccine has become steady, social distancing 
measures will gradually be relaxed, which in turn will expedite Hong Kong’s 
economic recovery. Real GDP has grown by 7.8% year-on-year in the first 
quarter of 2021, and by 5.3% on a seasonally adjusted quarter-on-quarter 
comparison. With the Hong Kong Government’s efforts to bolster land and 
housing supply, along with the launch of public infrastructure projects, the 
business environment has improved since early 2021, and we believe that 
our core businesses will benefit from a healthy uptrend. Amid this dynamic 
environment, we will remain vigilant and continue to exercise caution while 
seizing opportunities to bolster our market position and encourage 
sustainable growth.

Apart from strengthening our core businesses, we will also continue to 
expand our business in different areas that not only to contribute to the 
Group’s development, but also to echo the Group’s belief in building a 
better future with trust and commitment. Our long-term plan is to extend 
our presence in the healthcare, education, transportation and renewable 
energy sectors in Hong Kong and further stepping into the Greater Bay 
Area. We will capitalise on relevant developments with our depth of 
experience, breadth of expertise, sound fundamentals and solid leadership 
to forge ahead in existing segments and new ventures.

During the Year, total revenue of approximately HK$7.53 billion (2020: 
HK$8.00 billion) has been recorded by the Group, with net loss attributable 
to Shareholders amounting to HK$184.5 million (2020: net profit 
attributable to Shareholders of HK$101.4 million). Excluding a one-off 
provision for compensation related to the legal proceedings of 
approximately HK$272.0 million, the Group is profitable on operational 
level with a net profit attributable to Shareholders of HK$87.5 million. 
Based on the existing financial performance, the Group has sufficient cash 
flow to maintain the ongoing operation.

Easing of filibustering at the Legislative Council from second half year led 
to more projects rolled out and greater opportunities for the construction 
sector. With respect to the Group, it was able to leverage its renowned 
“Chun Wo” brand and reputation for technological prowess to secure 
several prominent infrastructure projects. In addition, owing to the Group 
sound business fundamentals and strategies, the banking community 
continued its strong support to the Group through the concluding HK$1.3 
billion term loan and revolving credit facilities agreement in February 2021, 
the funds of which will enhance financial flexibility and funding capacity.

Construction

The construction segment under the “Chun Wo” brand delivered HK$6.57 
billion (2020: HK$7.02 billion) in revenue during the Year. However, due to 
the pandemic which inevitably slowed down project approvals and work 
progresses, segmental profit dropped to HK$58.6 million (2020: HK$129.4 
million). As at 31 March 2021, the Group held contracts with an aggregate 
value of HK$27.86 billion, among which HK$15.09 billion were ongoing 
contracts.

Amid the challenging business conditions, the Group was able to win 33 
new projects by capitalising on its reputation for quality, excellence and 
innovation in the construction sector. Among the new projects secured 
include Fanling North New Development Area, Phase 1: Fanling Bypass 
Eastern Section (Shek Wu San Tsuen North to Lung Yeuk Tau); In-situ 
Reprovisioning of Shatin Water Treatment Works (South Works) — Water 
Treatment Works and Ancillary Facilities; and Main Contract for the 
Proposed Composite Development at Nos. 12–30 Hang On Street, Kwun

To explore more opportunities related to construction segment, the Group 
during the Year concluded equity investment with CET, an expert in solar 
energy systems, which is currently an approved contractor of Hong Kong 
International Airport, CLP Power Hong Kong Limited, and The Hongkong 
Electric Company, Limited for providing electrical and mechanical engineer 
services. The development of the business is progressing smoothly in 
renewable energy market and brings synergistic effect to the construction 
segment.

The Group believes opportunities remain in the construction sector, owing 
to a shortage in housing supply driven by robust public and private demand 
and the rollout of public infrastructure projects. However, rising cost of raw 
materials in the wake of the Covid-19 pandemic, has indeed put pressure 
on the Group’s margin. Looking forward, this will call for careful 
monitoring and vetting of projects to optimise profits in prudent approach. 
Another persistent challenge the construction sector encountered is the 
shortage of professional talents. The Group has been proactively recruiting 
young talent while at the same time focusing on retaining staff through 
enhanced training and retention programs.

Subsequent to the reporting period, the court decided that the Group’s 
termination of a proposed transaction in relation to the sale of the 
commercial development at No. 8 Clear Water Bay Road and 49% interest 
in the car park development at No. 8 Clear Water Bay Road was wrongful 
and in breach of terms and conditions of the memorandum entered into 
between the plaintiff and the Group in September 2013. The court ordered 
the Group to compensate the plaintiff’s loss plus interest and the plaintiff’s 
legal costs incurred. The Company therefore has made a one-off provision 
for compensation related to the legal proceedings of approximately 
HK$272.0 million during the Year.

The Group’s focus for the segment will remain in Hong Kong. In view of 
current developments of the Hong Kong property market, it will continue 
to take a prudent approach, characterised by the regular review and timely 
adjustment of its property portfolio, as well as partnership arrangement for 
synergies and risk diversification.

Professional Services

The professional services segment operated by City Services Group Limited 
(“City Services”), provides the services of security, tunnel and other facility 
management. During the Year, professional services segment performed 
steadily, generated a revenue of HK$952.2 million (2020: HK$921.5 
million) and a profit of HK$157.0 million (2020: HK$63.9 million). In terms 
of the security and facility management, quality services allow City Services 
to secure the renewal of contracts with several reputable clients during the 
Year. With respect to the tunnel management operation, the Group holds 
management contracts for six tunnels in Hong Kong, including the Cross-
Harbour Tunnel, the Shing Mun Tunnels, the Tseung Kwan O Tunnel, the 
Kai Tak Tunnel, the Lion Rock Tunnel and the Central–Wan Chai Bypass 
Tunnel.

由俊和巴士服務有限公司營運的非專營巴士

Non-franchised Bus Services

The non-franchised bus services segment operated by Chun Wo Bus 
Services Limited recorded a segmental profit of HK$6.0 million (2020: 
HK$15.9 million) during the Year. Due to the decline in inbound visitors to 
Hong Kong, the Group shrewdly redirected the business focus from tourist-
related to scheduled services. Through the securing of sizeable contracts 
with various renowned organisations, schools and property management 
companies, the non-franchised bus services business has been able to 
enlarge the customer group and broaden the business opportunities.

It is worth noting as well that the non-franchised bus services business has 
earned the ISO 9001 certification. This achievement highlights the Group’s 
ability to align its Quality Management Systems with the framework set by 
the ISO international standard, which is ultimately aimed at delivering 
services that meet the requirements and expectations of customers and 
other stakeholders in the most efficient manner.

Medical Technology and Healthcare

During the Year, the Group has ventured into the medical technology and 
healthcare sector through the acquisition of HKCL. HKCL specialises in the 
production of PET drugs and operates one of the largest PET radiopharmacy 
distribution networks in Hong Kong, being a key supplier for hospitals and 
imaging centers. Further to the acquisition, the management is actively 
seeking opportunities to increase market share in Hong Kong by gradually 
expanding its production capacity.

Other Business

Online building materials procurement and management platform and 
construction financing businesses both continued to progress well. The 
Group will continue to direct efforts toward developing these businesses, 
with a view to enhance their positions in supporting the core businesses 
and expanding income streams.
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LIQUIDITY AND FINANCIAL RESOURCES
The Group mainly relies upon internally generated funds as well as bank 
borrowings to finance its operations and expansion, which is supplemented 
by equity funding when it is required.

At 31 March 2021, the total net debts of the Group amounted to 
approximately HK$1,700.0 mil l ion, representing total debts of 
approximately HK$3,270.9 million less total of cash and bank balances of 
approximately HK$1,570.9 million. The debt maturity profile, based on 
scheduled repayment dates set out in loan agreements of the Group at 31 
March 2021, is analysed as follows:

The Group has continued to implement a prudent financial management 
policy, at 31 March 2021, the gearing ratio of the Group, being the 
proportion of net interest bearing debts to equity attributable to 
Shareholders, was 0.74 (2020: 0.72).

Bank borrowings financial covenants fall into non-compliance due to the 
one-off provision related to legal proceedings, triggering certain bank 
borrowings being classified as current liabilities.

EMPLOYEE AND REMUNERATION POLICIES
The Group had approximately 6,500 employees as at 31 March 2021. Total 
remuneration of employees for the Year amounted to approximately 
HK$1,786.7 million. Employees are remunerated according to their nature 
of work and the market trend, with merit-based components incorporated 
in the annual increment review to reward and motivate individual 
performance. Employee bonus is distributable based on the performance of 
the respective divisions and the employees concerned. Moreover, the 
Group also provides in-house training program and sponsorship for 
external training courses which are complementary to their job functions.

With a view to providing incentive for employees to achieve performance 
goals and aligning the interests of employees directly to the Shareholders 
through ownership of shares of the Company, the Company adopted the 
restricted share award scheme on 1 August 2017, pursuant to which the 
Company may grant to eligible participants restricted shares of the 
Company. Such grant shares are acquired by the scheme trustee on the 
market of the Stock Exchange and held upon trust for the benefit of the 
grantees and shall become vested in the grantees upon satisfaction of 
specified vesting criteria.

In addition, the Company had also adopted a share option scheme (the 
“Share Option Scheme”), under which the Directors are authorised to 
grant share options to the eligible participants to subscribe for shares of 
the Company for the purpose of, among other things, providing incentives 
and rewards to, and recognising the contributions of, the eligible 
participants. The Share Option Scheme is valid and effective for a period of 
10 years commencing on 3 September 2012.

OUTLOOK AND PROSPECTS
Construction

While weary of downside risks, the Group remains cautiously optimistic 
about the construction industry in view of economic, social and political 
clarity in Hong Kong. Moreover, the Hong Kong Government’s 
commitment to increasing housing supply and investments in public 
infrastructure will continue to create opportunities for the industry as a 
whole. Specifically, the Group will be strategically targeting opportunities 
in large-scale projects such as the Tung Chung New Town Extension, the 
Lok Ma Chau Loop and the extension of the MTR network. Furthermore, 
the Group will be leveraging its industry leading patents and technology in 
the Modular Integrated Construction space to expand its building portfolio. 
The Group has expanded its orders on hand due to winning new contracts, 
which echoes its belief of opportunities in construction industry.

Property Development and Assets Leasing

In early 2021, investor confidence in the property market has gradually 
rebounded. Such confidence will be further strengthened as the impact of 
Covid-19 pandemic dissipates, resulting in the relaxation of travel 
restrictions and the return of inbound visitors which is vital for revitalising 
the economy, and which the property sector will be a major benefactor. 
Regardless of market trends, the Group will continue to exercise prudence 
when examining opportunities, as reflected by its practice of seeking 
partnerships to both generate synergies and to mitigate risk.

Professional Services

As a stable and dependable source of income, professional services has 
proved to be less susceptible to economic and social fluxes. The Group will 
continue to seek new contracts and opportunities for the security, tunnel 
and other facility management businesses to facilitate their sustainable 
developments and will maintain its commitment to providing quality 
professional services to existing clients to build trust and ongoing support. 
At the same time, the Group will continue to explore the feasibility of 
various proposals, including the spin-off and separate listing of this 
segment on the Stock Exchange.

Non-franchised Bus Services

Having achieved a turnaround since affected by local and external 
developments, the non-franchised bus services segment will be actively 
extending the local routes of shuttle bus services to enlarge the customer 
base. In addition, the Group will make preparations for seizing 
opportunities after pandemic, including the revival of local tourism.

INTRODUCTION
Our Group is dedicated to maintaining a high standard of CSR. The 
business sector is placing an increasing emphasis on CSR performance, 
particularly in the aspects of safety and health, sustainable development, 
community impact and law and regulatory compliance. We understand 
that we do not operate our business in isolation of our society. Employees, 
suppliers, clients, the natural environment and the general community are 
all our stakeholders influenced by the ways in which our Group transacts 
the business.

CSR GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE
The Group conducts a top-down management approach regarding its CSR 
issues. The Board is responsible for setting out the Group’s CSR strategy 
and has established a working group comprising major departments or 
divisions to implement the CSR strategy, manage the CSR issues, collect 
relevant data and information and prepare the report. The Audit 
Committee is responsible for ensuring the effectiveness of CSR risk control 
and internal monitoring mechanisms, reviewing and evaluating the CSR 
performance and reporting to the Board.

To strengthen the credibility of the CSR data, we have engaged Accredited 
Certification International Limited (“ACI”) as independent carbon auditor. 
ACI conducted the verification with regard to the data of emissions and 
use of resources, which included assessment of data, monitoring system 
and reporting plan or protocol. This assessment included collection of 
evidence of reported data and checking of whether the provisions of the 
protocol reference were consistently and appropriately applied.

ABOUT THIS REPORT
The Group tries its utmost best to communicate with the stakeholders 
through various communication channels such as surveys and interviews 
and had incorporated their feedback into the process of identifying the 
material topics, which acts as the foundation of the formulation of long 
term CSR strategies as well as a strong reference to this report.

Following the communication with our senior management and operational 
staff, we assessed CSR issues relevant to the Group by considering their 
importance to our stakeholders. During the Year, five material aspects were 
identified in the assessment, including Training and Development, 
Employee Health and Safety, Environmental Performance, Product/Service 
Responsibility and Anti-corruption.

Safety Activities

To ensure the continuous improvement of occupational safety and 
health standards, we have developed an evaluation questionnaire to 
collect feedback from the participants of all meetings, seminars and 
forums.

The Group encourages employees to participate in occupational 
safety and health activities and voluntary services and share expertise 
and information not only with colleagues but also fellow workers in 
the Hong Kong construction industry. To actively promote the 
awareness of occupational safety throughout the Group, a range of 
safety activities, including safety workshops, special safety seminars 
and community activities, was organised during the Year.

Through these activities, all participants have improved their 
awareness and knowledge of occupational safety. Furthermore, they 
exchanged ideas and helped to promote the safety culture in the 
Group.

Besides, the Group established a safety training centre called “Chun 
Wo Safe Zone” which consists of 5 training zones to simulate the 
major causes of accidents at construction sites. Participants can 
enhance their safety awareness and improve their work safety 
behaviour by attending the “Behavioural Change Safety Training” 
(“BCST”). All Chun Wo employees and subcontractors’ workers, who 
working on site, must be the holder of valid certificate of BCST.

Compliance with Employment Laws

We have adopted the comprehensive Employee Handbook for 
employees of the Group and review the policies from time to time to 
ensure that we comply with the Employment Ordinance in respect of 
employment protection and benefits for employees. Our human 
resource functions of different business units also observe the 
departmental manuals so as to ascertain that they adhere to legal 
and regulatory requirements throughout the recruitment process, 
and to avoid the employment of illegal labour or child and forced 
labour.

During the Year, the Group did not identify any non-compliance 
cases involving illegal labour or child and forced labour, and complied 
with all relevant laws and regulations relating to employment and 
labour practices.

(II)	 ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION
In view of the growing greenhouse effect and climate change, energy 
conservation, carbon reduction and minimising pollution have 
become an global issue that could affect any one of us. As a 
responsible corporate citizen, the Group has established policies and 
measures to minimise pollution, efficiently utilise energy, reduce 
waste and expand recycling practices in our operation. Risk-based 
thinking, lifecycle perspective and mitigation have been incorporated 
into our management system to address the latest environmental 
challenges. The Group has established effective environmental 
management systems in compliance with internationally-recognised 
ISO 14001 and ISO 50001 standards. Committed to the core values 
of the Group, we have been members of various environmental 
protection groups and actively support these organisations. With the 
continuation of our environmental protection measures, in view of 
the current business environment and nature and period of 
construction project, the Group targets to achieve a 5% drop in 
emissions and resources used per HK$ million revenue for every five 
financial years commencing from the financial year of 2021.

We understand that good quality products and services are keys to 
success and enhance our competitive edge. To this belief, our Group 
has established the Quality Management System embedded with 
risk-based thinking, life-cycle perspective and mitigations. Such 
system is implemented by reliable business teams, ensuring the 
quality of our products and services as well as efficiently handling of 
all queries from our clients.

The heads of individual divisions discuss any particular incident 
related to our products and services with the relevant division 
managers, project managers, supporting departments and 
committees. They share their views regarding various aspects of good 
standards and statutory compliance. Corresponding improvement 
plans are set out and implemented across all levels. The senior 
management also regularly conducts reviews with business units and 
takes necessary precautionary measures whenever applicable.

We maintain reliable electronic and hard copy recording systems at 
various stages, including material delivery notes, origin certificates, 
method statements, traceability records, inspection and testing 
reports, etc., to facilitate any needs for a recall. Recall procedures are 
traced through our recording system to obtain relevant information 
to make decisions on any further action that may be necessary.

Consumer data including project-related information and 
other sensitive information are subject to access right control to 
ensure its security and prevent any abuse or misuse. Our Group 
observes Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance and reviews our personnel 
and business practices from time to time to ensure its compliance.

Anti-corruption

Our Group believes that honesty, integrity and fair play are important 
contributors to the value of our assets and business. It is therefore 
essential for all employees to ensure that our Group’s reputation will 
not be tarnished by dishonesty, disloyalty or corruption. Various 
policies and guidelines are in place to avoid any breach of the 
Prevention of Bribery Ordinance.

Employees should decline an offer of gift if acceptance of it could 
affect their objectivity in conducting our Group’s business, induce 
them to act against the interests of our Group or lead to allegations 
of impropriety. If an employee wishes to accept a gift with the 
amount greater than the limit as stated in our Employee Handbook, 
such employee should seek written permission from the managing 
director of the particular subsidiary or our Group. Any employee in 
breach of the code of conduct in the Employee Handbook will be 
subject to disciplinary action including termination of employment.

Periodic written reminders are sent to our business partners and 
suppliers about our Group’s policy regarding “No Acceptance of 
Advantages”.

The Group encourages the employees to report all illegality, 
irregularity, malpractice, unethical acts or behaviours, inappropriate 
conducts or actions, which may damage the Group’s interests, and 
makes sure that there are sufficient protections for such whistle 
blowers. Messages received will be looked into by the management 
team at the appropriate level in a timely and impartial manner.

During the Year, the Group did not find any significant risks relating 
to corruption and was not subject to any confirmed corruption cases 
involving the Group or any corruption litigations against the Group 
or any of its employees. In the future, the Group will continue to give 
priority to anti-corruption and integrity, strengthen supervision of 
anti-corruption and expand the scope of external supervision for the 
healthy development of the Company.

Conflict of Interests

All employees should avoid any situation which may lead to an actual 
or potential conflict of interests and should make a declaration in 
writing to the head of the subsidiary or our Group when such a 
situation arises. Failure to do so may give rise to allegations of 
favoritism, abuse of authority or even corruption.

When there is a change in the expectation as 
to when the outcome of construction contracts can be estimated reliably, 
the Group will adjust the amounts of contract costs and contract profit 
accordingly. Such change constitutes a change in an accounting estimate 
and involves significant management estimation and judgement regarding 
the outcome of a contract. The effect of any change in an accounting 
estimate is recognised prospectively by including it in profit or loss in the 
current year and future periods, if appropriate.

Given that the estimation of the total revenue and total costs to complete 
the construction contracts involves significant management judgement and 
estimation, we considered this a key audit matter.

At 31 March 2021, land held for property development of the Group 
amounted to HK$274 million.

The carrying amounts of the land held for property development are stated 
at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Significant management 
judgement is involved in determining the estimated net realisable values of 
the land held for property development, including the estimation of selling 
prices, costs to be incurred until completion.

Given the sensitivity of the assumptions and the level of judgement 
involved, management engaged independent professional valuers to 
prepare a feasibility report and a valuation report for the land held for 
property development of the Group.

Related disclosures are included in notes 3.3, 4 and 22 to the consolidated 
financial statements.

As part of our audit procedures, we obtained the feasibility report and 
valuation report and assessed the objectivity, competence and 
independence of the independent professional valuers. We engaged our 
internal valuation specialists to assist us in assessing the bases and 
assumptions adopted in the impairment assessments.

An associate is an entity in which the Group has a long term interest 
of generally not less than 20% of the equity voting rights and over 
which it is in a position to exercise significant influence. Significant 
influence is the power to participate in the financial and operating 
policy decisions of the investee, but is not control or joint control 
over those policies.

The Group’s investments in joint ventures and associates are stated in 
the consolidated statement of financial position at the Group’s share 
of net assets under the equity method of accounting, less any 
impairment losses. Adjustments are made to bring into line any 
dissimilar accounting policies that may exist.

The Group’s share of the post-acquisition results and other 
comprehensive income of joint ventures and associates is included in 
the consolidated profit or loss and consolidated other comprehensive 
income, respectively. In addition, when there has been a change 
recognised directly in the equity of the joint ventures or associates, 
the Group recognises its share of any changes, when applicable, in 
the consolidated statement of changes in equity. Unrealised gains 
and losses resulting from transactions between the Group and its 
joint ventures or associates are eliminated to the extent of the 
Group’s investments in the joint ventures or associates, except where 
unrealised losses provide evidence of an impairment of the assets 
transferred. Goodwill arising from the acquisition of joint ventures or 
associates is included as part of the Group’s investments in joint 
ventures or associates.

If an investment in a joint venture becomes an investment in an 
associate or vice versa, the retained interest is not remeasured. 
Instead, the investment continues to be accounted for under the 
equity method. In all other cases, upon loss of joint control over the 
joint venture or significant influence over the associate, the Group 
measures and recognises any retained investment at its fair value. 
Any difference between the carrying amount of the joint ventures or 
associates upon loss of joint control or significant influence and the 
fair value of the retained investment and proceeds from disposal is 
recognised in profit or loss.

Business combinations are accounted for using the acquisition 
method. The consideration transferred is measured at the acquisition 
date fair value which is the sum of the acquisition date fair values of 
assets transferred by the Group and liabilities assumed by the Group 
to the former owners of the acquiree. For each business combination, 
the Group elects whether to measure the non-controlling interests in 
the acquiree that are present ownership interests and entitle their 
holders to a proportionate share of net assets in the event of 
liquidation at fair value or at the proportionate share of the 
acquiree’s identifiable net assets. All other components of non-
controlling interests are measured at fair value. Acquisition-related 
costs are expensed as incurred.

The Group determines that it has acquired a business when the 
acquired set of activities and assets includes an input and a 
substantive process that together significantly contribute to the ability 
to create outputs.

When the Group acquires a business, it assesses the financial assets 
and liabilities assumed for appropriate classification and designation 
in accordance with the contractual terms, economic circumstances 
and pertinent conditions as at the acquisition date. This includes the 
separation of embedded derivatives in host contracts of the acquiree.

If the business combination is achieved in stages, the previously held 
equity interest is remeasured at its acquisition date fair value and any 
resulting gain or loss is recognised in profit or loss.

Any contingent consideration to be transferred by the acquirer is 
recognised at fair value at the acquisition date. Contingent 
consideration classified as an asset or liability is measured at fair value 
with changes in fair value recognised in profit or loss. Contingent 
consideration that is classified as equity is not remeasured and 
subsequent settlement is accounted for within equity.

Goodwill is initially measured at cost, being the excess of the 
aggregate of the consideration transferred, the amount recognised 
for non-controlling interests and any fair value of the Group’s 
previously held equity interests in the acquiree over the identifiable 
net assets acquired and liabilities assumed. If the sum of this 
consideration and other items is lower than the fair value of the net 
assets acquired, the difference is, after reassessment, recognised in 
profit or loss as a gain on bargain purchase.

The Group performs 
its annual impairment test of goodwill as at 31 March. For the 
purpose of impairment testing, goodwill acquired in a business 
combination is, from the acquisition date, allocated to each of the 
Group’s cash-generating units, or groups of cash-generating units, 
that are expected to benefit from the synergies of the combination, 
irrespective of whether other assets or liabilities of the Group are 
assigned to those units or groups of units.

Impairment is determined by assessing the recoverable amount of the 
cash-generating unit (group of cash-generating units) to which the 
goodwill relates. Where the recoverable amount of the cash- 
generating unit (group of cash-generating units) is less than the 
carrying amount, an impairment loss is recognised. An impairment 
loss recognised for goodwill is not reversed in a subsequent period.

Where goodwill has been allocated to a cash-generating unit (or 
group of cash-generating units) and part of the operation within that 
unit is disposed of, the goodwill associated with the operation 
disposed of is included in the carrying amount of the operation when 
determining the gain or loss on the disposal. Goodwill disposed of in 
these circumstances is measured based on the relative value of the 
operation disposed of and the portion of the cash-generating unit 
retained.

Fair value measurement

The Group measures its investment properties and financial assets at 
fair value through profit or loss at fair value at the end of each 
reporting period. Fair value is the price that would be received to sell 
an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction 
between market participants at the measurement date. The fair value 
measurement is based on the presumption that the transaction to sell 
the asset or transfer the liability takes place either in the principal 
market for the asset or liability, or in the absence of a principal 
market, in the most advantageous market for the asset or liability. 
The principal or the most advantageous market must be accessible by 
the Group. The fair value of an asset or a liability is measured using 
the assumptions that market participants would use when pricing the 
asset or liability, assuming that market participants act in their 
economic best interest.

Property, plant and equipment and depreciation

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated 
depreciation and any accumulated impairment losses.

The cost of an item of property, plant and equipment comprises its 
purchase price and any directly attributable costs of bringing the 
asset to its working condition and location for its intended use. 
Expenditure incurred after items of property, plant and equipment 
have been put into operation, such as repairs and maintenance, is 
normally charged to profit or loss in the period in which it is incurred. 
In situations where the recognition criteria are satisfied, the 
expenditure for a major inspection is capitalised in the carrying 
amount of the asset as a replacement. Where significant parts of 
property, plant and equipment are required to be replaced at 
intervals, the Group recognises such parts as individual assets with 
specific useful lives and depreciates them accordingly.

Depreciation of buildings are calculated on the straight-line basis to 
write off their costs over the shorter of the lease terms and their 
useful lives of 25 years.

Cost includes prepaid land lease payments, cost of 
land/land use rights together with any other direct costs attributable 
to the development of the properties, and borrowing costs capitalised 
during the development period. Net realisable value is determined by 
reference to estimated selling price based on prevailing market 
conditions less (i) anticipated cost to completion of the development 
in respect of properties under development; and (ii) estimated costs 
to be incurred in marketing and selling the properties.

Where an indication of impairment exists, or when annual 
impairment testing for an asset is required (other than investment

Financial assets are classified, at initial recognition, as subsequently 
measured at amortised cost, or fair value through profit or loss, as 
appropriate.

The classification of financial assets at initial recognition depends on 
the financial asset’s contractual cash flow characteristics and the 
Group’s business model for managing them. With the exception of 
trade receivables that do not contain a significant financing 
component or for which the Group has applied the practical 
expedient of not adjusting the effect of a significant financing 
component, the Group initially measures a financial asset at its fair 
value, plus in the case of a financial asset not at fair value through 
profit or loss, transaction costs. Trade receivables that do not contain

The Group recognises an allowance for expected credit losses 
(“ECLs”) for all debt instruments not held at fair value through profit 
or loss. ECLs are based on the difference between the contractual 
cash flows due in accordance with the contract and all the cash flows 
that the Group expects to receive, discounted at an approximation of 
the original effective interest rate. The expected cash flows will 
include cash flows from the sale of collateral held or other credit 
enhancements that are integral to the contractual terms.

General approach

ECLs are recognised in two stages. For credit exposures for which 
there has not been a significant increase in credit risk since initial 
recognition, ECLs are provided for credit losses that result from 
default events that are possible within the next 12 months (a 
12-month ECL). For those credit exposures for which there has been 
a significant increase in credit risk since initial recognition, a loss 
allowance is required for credit losses expected over the remaining 
life of the exposure, irrespective of the timing of the default (a 
lifetime ECL).

At each reporting date, the Group assesses whether the credit risk on 
a financial instrument has increased significantly since initial 
recognition. When making the assessment, the Group compares the 
risk of a default occurring on the financial instrument as at the 
reporting date with the risk of a default occurring on the financial 
instrument as at the date of initial recognition and considers 
reasonable and supportable information that is available without 
undue cost or effort, including historical and forward-looking 
information.

The Group considers a financial asset in default when contractual 
payments are 90 days past due. However, in certain cases, the Group 
may also consider a financial asset to be in default when internal or 
external information indicates that the Group is unlikely to receive 
the outstanding contractual amounts in full before taking into 
account any credit enhancements held by the Group. A financial 
asset is written off when there is no reasonable expectation of 
recovering the contractual cash flows.

Financial liabilities are all classified, at initial recognition, as financial 
liabilities at amortised cost, which are recognised initially at fair value 
and net of directly attributable transaction costs.

Subsequent measurement

After initial recognition, financial liabilities at amortised cost are 
subsequently measured at amortised cost, using the effective interest 
method unless the effect of discounting would be immaterial, in 
which case they are stated at cost. Gains and losses are recognised in 
profit or loss when the liabilities are derecognised as well as through 
the effective interest rate amortisation process.

Amortised cost is calculated by taking into account any discount or 
premium on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of 
the effective interest rate. The effective interest rate amortisation is 
included as finance costs in profit or loss.

Derecognition

A financial liability is derecognised when the obligation under the 
liability is discharged or cancelled, or expires.

When an existing financial liability is replaced by another from the 
same lender on substantially different terms, or the terms of an 
existing liability are substantially modified, such an exchange or 
modification is treated as a derecognition of the original liability and 
a recognition of a new liability, and the difference between the 
respective carrying amounts is recognised in profit or loss.

Financial guarantee contracts

Financial guarantee contracts issued by the Group are those contracts 
that require a payment to be made to reimburse the holder for a loss 
it incurs because the specified debtor fails to make a payment when 
due in accordance with the terms of a debt instrument. A financial 
guarantee contract is recognised initially as a liability at its fair value, 
adjusted for transaction costs that are directly attributable to the 
issuance of the guarantee. Subsequent to initial recognition, the 
Group measures the financial guarantee contracts at the higher of: (i) 
the ECL allowance determined in accordance with the policy as set 
out in “Investments and other financial assets — Impairment”; and

A contingent liability recognised in a business combination is initially 
measured at its fair value. Subsequently, it is measured at the higher 
of (i) the amount that would be recognised in accordance with the 
general policy for provisions above; and (ii) the amount initially 
recognised less, when appropriate, the amount of income recognised 
in accordance with the policy for revenue recognition.

Income tax

Income tax comprises current and deferred tax. Income tax relating 
to items recognised outside profit or loss is recognised outside profit 
or loss, either in other comprehensive income or directly in equity.

Current tax assets and liabilities are measured at the amount

Costs to fulfil a contract

(a)	 The costs relate directly to a contract or to an anticipated 
contract that the entity can specifically identify.

(b)	 The costs generate or enhance resources of the entity that will 
be used in satisfying (or in continuing to satisfy) performance 
obligations in the future.

(c)	 The costs are expected to be recovered.

The capitalised contract costs are amortised and charged to profit or 
loss on a systematic basis that is consistent with the transfer to the 
customer of the goods or services to which the asset relates.

Costs to obtain a contract

Incremental costs of obtaining a contract are those costs that the 
Group incurs to obtain a contract with customer that it would not 
have incurred if the contract had not been obtained. Incremental 
costs of obtaining a contract are capitalised when incurred if the 
costs relate to revenue which will be recognised in a future reporting 
period and the costs are expected to be recovered. The incremental 
costs of obtaining a contract are charged to profit or loss on a 
systematic basis that is consistent with the transfer to the customer 
of the goods or services to which the asset relates.

The Group operates a share award scheme for the purposes of 
providing incentives for employees to achieve performance goals and 
aligning the interests of employees directly with those of the 
shareholders of the Company through ownership of shares of the 
Company.

The amount to be expensed as share-based compensation expenses 
is determined by reference to the fair value of the share awards 
granted, taking into account all non-vesting conditions associated 
with the grants. The total expense is recognised over the relevant 
vesting periods (or on the grant date if the shares vest immediately), 
with a corresponding credit to the share-based compensation reserve 
under equity.

For those share awards which are amortised over the vesting periods, 
the Group revises its estimates of the number of awarded shares that 
are expected to ultimately vest based on the vesting conditions at the 
end of each reporting period. Any resulting adjustment to the 
cumulative fair value recognised in prior years is recognised in profit 
or loss in the current year, with a corresponding adjustment to the 
share-based compensation reserve.

Share option scheme

The Company operates a share option scheme for the purpose of 
providing incentives and rewards to eligible participants who 
contribute to the success of the Group’s operations.

The Group operates a defined contribution Mandatory Provident 
Fund retirement benefit scheme in Hong Kong (the “MPF Scheme”) 
under the Hong Kong Mandatory Provident Fund Schemes Ordinance 
for those employees who are eligible to participate in the MPF 
Scheme. Contributions are made based on a percentage of the 
employees’ basic salaries and are charged to profit or loss as they 
become payable in accordance with the rules of the MPF Scheme. 
The assets of the MPF Scheme are held separately from those of the 
Group in an independently administered fund. The Group’s employer 
contributions vest fully with the employees when contributed into 
the MPF Scheme.

The employees of the Group’s subsidiaries which operate in the PRC, 
Singapore and Malaysia are required to participate in central pension 
schemes operated by the PRC, Singapore and Malaysia governments, 
the assets of which are held separately from those of the Group. 
Contributions are made by the subsidiaries based on a percentage of 
the participating employees’ salaries and are charged to profit or loss 
as they become payable in accordance with the rules of the relevant 
central pension schemes.

Borrowing costs

Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs that an entity 
incurs in connection with the borrowing of funds.

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition, construction 
or production of qualifying assets, i.e., assets that necessarily take a 
substantial period of time to get ready for their intended use or sale, 
are capitalised as part of the cost of those assets. The capitalisation 
of such borrowing costs ceases when the assets are substantially 
ready for their intended use or sale. Investment income earned on 
the temporary investment of specific borrowings pending their 
expenditure on qualifying assets is deducted from the borrowing 
costs capitalised.

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the activity of a construction 
contract are included as part of the contract costs.

All other borrowing costs are expensed in the period in which they 
are incurred.

Dividends

Final dividends are recognised as a liability when they have been 
approved by the shareholders in a general meeting. Proposed final 
dividends are disclosed in the notes to the financial statements.

Interim dividends are simultaneously proposed and declared, because 
the Company’s memorandum and articles of association grant the 
directors the authority to declare interim dividends. Consequently, 
interim dividends are recognised immediately as a liability when they 
are proposed and declared.

Foreign currencies

These financial statements are presented in Hong Kong dollar, which 
is the Company’s functional currency. Each entity in the Group 
determines its own functional currency and items included in the 
financial statements of each entity are measured using that functional 
currency. Foreign currency transactions recorded by the entities in the 
Group are initially recorded using their respective functional currency 
rates prevailing at the dates of the transactions. Monetary assets and 
liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the 
functional currency rates of exchange ruling at the end of the 
reporting period. Differences arising on settlement or translation of 
monetary items are recognised in profit or loss.

Non-monetary items measured at fair value 
in a foreign currency are translated using the exchange rates at the 
date when the fair value was measured. The gain or loss arising on 
translation of a non-monetary item measured at fair value is treated 
in line with the recognition of the gain or loss on a change in fair 
value of the item (i.e., translation difference on the item whose fair 
value gain or loss is recognised in other comprehensive income or 
profit or loss is also recognised in other comprehensive income or 
profit or loss, respectively).

In determining the exchange rate on initial recognition of the related 
asset, expense or income on the derecognition of a non-monetary 
asset or non-monetary liability relating to an advance consideration, 
the date of initial transaction is the date on which the Group initially 
recognises the non-monetary asset or non-monetary liability arising 
from the advance consideration. If there are multiple payments or 
receipts in advance, the Group determines the transaction date for 
each payment or receipt of the advance consideration.

The functional currencies of certain subsidiaries, joint venture and 
associates established in the PRC and overseas are currencies other 
than the Hong Kong dollar. As at the end of the reporting period, 
the assets and liabilities of these entities are translated into Hong 
Kong dollars at the exchange rates prevailing at the end of the 
reporting period and their profits or losses are translated into Hong 
Kong dollars at the weighted average exchange rates for the year. 
The resulting exchange differences are recognised in other 
comprehensive income and accumulated in the exchange fluctuation 
reserve. On disposal of a foreign operation, the component of other 
comprehensive income relating to that particular foreign operation is 
recognised in profit or loss.

Any goodwill arising on the acquisition of a foreign operation is 
treated as an assets of the foreign operation and translated at the 
closing rate.

For the purpose of the consolidated statement of cash flows, the 
cash flows of certain subsidiaries established in the PRC and overseas 
are translated into Hong Kong dollars at the exchange rates 
prevailing at the dates of the cash flows. Frequently recurring cash 
flows of these subsidiaries which arise throughout the year are 
translated into Hong Kong dollars at the weighted average exchange 
rates for the year.

The preparation of the Group’s financial statements requires 
management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that 
affect the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and 
liabilities, and their accompanying disclosures, and the disclosure of 
contingent liabilities. Uncertainty about these assumptions and 
estimates could result in outcomes that could require a material 
adjustment to the carrying amounts of the assets or liabilities affected 
in the future.

The major judgements, estimates and assumptions that have the 
most significant effect on the amounts recognised in the financial 
statements and have a significant risk of causing a material 
adjustment to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the 
next financial year are set out below:

Classification between joint operations and joint 
ventures

The Group has numerous joint arrangements with third parties for 
construction work mainly in Hong Kong and under which decisions 
about the relevant activities of such arrangements require the 
unanimous consent of all parties to the arrangements. For accounting 
purposes, the Directors assess whether such arrangements are joint 
operations or joint ventures under HKFRS 11 Joint Arrangements, 
taking into consideration the rights and obligations of parties to the 
joint arrangements with reference to the structure, the legal form of 
the arrangements, the contractual terms agreed by the parties in the 
arrangements, and the relevant facts and circumstances.

Construction contracts

With respect to construction contracts, the Group recognises contract 
revenue on a construction contract over time, using an output 
method to measure progress towards complete satisfaction of the 
construction work, because the Group’s performance creates or 
enhances an asset that the customer controls as the asset is created 
or enhanced. The output method recognises revenue based on the 
certificates issued by the internal or external surveyors on the 
performance or work completed to date, latest available financial 
budgets of the construction contract with reference to the overall 
performance of the construction contract, and management’s best 
estimates and judgements. In developing the financial budget of a 
construction contract, construction revenue is estimated in 
accordance with the terms set out in the relevant contract. Because 
of the nature of the construction industry, management will make 
adjustments, where appropriate, to the amounts of construction 
revenue based on regular review of contract work progress and 
estimated construction revenue.

The Group regularly assesses the possible outcome of construction 
contracts based on latest facts and circumstances occurred in the 
construction contracts, and past experience in conducting similar 
construction work. When there is a change in the expected outcome 
of construction contracts, the Group will adjust the amounts of 
contract revenue to be recognised in profit or loss prospectively.

Determining the method to estimate variable 
consideration and assessing the constraint for 
construction work

The Group seeks to collect claims from customers as reimbursement 
of costs and margins for scope of works not included in the original 
construction contract, which give rise to variable consideration. The 
Group has determined that the most likely amount method is the 
appropriate method to use in estimating the variable consideration 
for claims in construction work, given there is a wide range of 
possible outcomes which are subject to negotiations with third 
parties.

Before including any amount of variable consideration in the 
transaction price, the Group considers whether the amount of 
variable consideration is constrained by considering its historical 
experience, current negotiations with customers and the current 
economic conditions.

Determination of net realisable value of land held 
for property development and properties under 
development

Land held for property development and properties under 
development are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. 
The net realisable value is the estimated selling price (based on the 
direct comparison method) less estimated selling expenses and 
estimated cost of completion (if any), which are determined based on 
best available information and valuation performed by independent 
professional valuers. Where there are any unfavourable changes in 
the estimated selling price, estimated selling expenses and/or 
estimated cost of completion arising from any changes to the 
property market conditions in Hong Kong, Mainland China and the 
UAE, loss may be recognised in profit or loss of the Group.

Impairment of goodwill

The Group determines whether goodwill is impaired at least on an 
annual basis. This requires an estimation of the recoverable amount 
of the cash-generating unit (or group of cash-generating units) to 
which the goodwill is allocated. Estimating the recoverable amount 
requires the Group to make an estimate of the expected future cash 
flows from the cash-generating unit (or group of cash-generating 
units) and also to choose a suitable discount rate in order to calculate 
the present value of those cash flows. The carrying amount of 
goodwill carried as an asset in the consolidated statement of financial 
position as at 31 March 2021 was HK$122,377,000 (2020: 
HK$43,211,000), details of which are set out in note 18 to the 
financial statements.

Income tax

At 31 March 2021, deferred tax assets of HK$20,334,000 (2020: 
HK$20,334,000) in relation to unused tax losses have been 
recognised in the consolidated statement of financial position 
whereas a deferred tax asset has not been recognised in respect of 
tax losses of HK$1,048,788,000 (2020: HK$1,018,671,000) as at 31 
March 2021 due to the unpredictability of future profit streams (note 
36(a)). The realisability of the deferred tax assets mainly depends on 
whether sufficient future profits or taxable temporary differences will 
be available in the future. In cases where the actual future profits 
generated are less or more than expected, a material reversal or 
further recognition of deferred tax assets may arise, which would be 
recognised in profit or loss for the period in which such a reversal or 
recognition takes place.

In respect of the agreements entered into during the year ended 31 March

has been determined with reference to a value in use calculation using cash 
flow projections, which were based on a financial forecast approved by 
senior management covering a five-year period. A growth rate of 2% is 
used for the perpetual period and the discount rate of 14.6% applied to the 
cash flow projections is pre-tax and reflects specific risks relating to the 
construction material e-procurement business. A marketability discount of 
25% is applied to the corresponding equity value of the unlisted equity 
investment to measure the fair value.

2020, the valuation requires the Directors to determine comparable public 
companies based on industry, size, leverage and strategy, and calculates an 
appropriate price multiple (i.e., price to earnings multiple from 4.5 to 15.6 
for each comparable company identified).

In or about December 2013 and March 2014, a plaintiff 
commenced two separate legal proceedings against the Group 
alleging that the Group’s termination of a proposed transaction 
in relation to the sale of a commercial development at No. 8 
Clear Water Bay Road and 49% interest in the car park 
development at No. 8 Clear Water Bay Road (collectively, the 
“Properties”) was wrongful and in breach of a memorandum 
entered into between the plaintiff and the Group in September 
2013 (the “MOU”). The plaintiff claimed against the Group for 
the loss of capital appreciation of the Properties.

In prior years, as advised by the legal advisers to the Group,

Credit risk

The Group’s credit risk is primarily attributable to its debtors and 
amounts due from other partners of joint operations. The Group is 
exposed to credit concentration risk as a substantial portion of its 
trade debtors are generated from a limited number of customers.

At the end of the reporting period, three (2020: two) customers of 
the Group accounted for approximately 47% (2020: 50%) of the 
Group’s trade receivables. In order to minimise the credit risk, the 
management of the Group has delegated a team responsible for 
determination of credit limits, credit approvals and other monitoring 
procedures to ensure that follow-up action is taken to recover 
overdue debts. To mitigate credit risk arising from guarantees 
provided to banks in respect of credit facilities utilised by associates 
(2020: a joint venture and associates), the Group has delegated a 
team responsible for assessing credit standing and limits to the 
guarantees to be made. In addition, management considers the 
credit risk exposure to financial guarantees provided to property 
purchasers is limited because the facilities are secured by the 
properties. In this regard, the Directors consider that the Group’s 
credit risk is significantly reduced.

Except for the above, the Group does not have any significant 
concentration of credit risk, with exposure spreading over a number 
of counterparties and customers.

The credit risk on liquid funds is limited because the counterparties 
are banks with high credit ratings assigned by international credit- 
rating agencies.

With respect to credit risk arising from amounts due from joint 
ventures, associates and other partners of joint operations, the 
Group’s exposure to credit risk arising from default of the 
counterparty is limited as the counterparty has sufficient net assets to 
repay its debts and/or a good history of repayment.
