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The City Garden Hotel is located at the edge of the Causeway Bay district. Within a
few minutes walking distance from the MTR Fortress Hill Station, the hotel is in close
proximity to the Hong Kong Convention and Exhibition Centre, Central district and
two of the cross harbour tunnels to Kowloon.

With a total of 613 guest rooms, the hotel has two specialty restaurants offering both
Western and Chinese cuisines. There is also the Admiral’s Bar in the basement. For
recreational purposes, there is an outdoor swimming pool, a fitness centre and a sauna
exclusively for hotel guests. For business travellers, there is an executive floor and
business centre that offers full secretarial services.

At City Garden Hotel, the renovation of four floors of executive guest rooms, the lobby
and an additional alfresco outlet was fully completed and well received by the guests.
The hotel is undergoing a refurbishment programme for the external wall and is scheduled
for completion in the fourth quarter of 2003.
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
